
Lesson 1 
John 8:48-59 The Jews answered him, "Aren't we right in saying that you are a Samaritan and demon-
possessed?" 49 "I am not possessed by a demon," said Jesus, "but I honor my Father and you dishonor me. 50 I 
am not seeking glory for myself; but there is one who seeks it, and he is the judge. 51 I tell you the truth, if 
anyone keeps my word, he will never see death." 52 At this the Jews exclaimed, "Now we know that you are 
demon-possessed! Abraham died and so did the prophets, yet you say that if anyone keeps your word, he will 
never taste death. 53 Are you greater than our father Abraham? He died, and so did the prophets. Who do you 
think you are?"  54 Jesus replied, "If I glorify myself, my glory means nothing. My Father, whom you claim as 
your God, is the one who glorifies me. 55 Though you do not know him, I know him. If I said I did not, I would 
be a liar like you, but I do know him and keep his word. 56 Your father Abraham rejoiced at the thought of 
seeing my day; he saw it and was glad." 57 "You are not yet fifty years old," the Jews said to him, "and you 
have seen Abraham!" 58 "I tell you the truth," Jesus answered, "before Abraham was born, I am!" 59 At this, 
they picked up stones to stone him, but Jesus hid himself, slipping away from the temple grounds. 
 
John 8:37-38 I know you are Abraham's descendants. Yet you are ready to kill me, because you have no room 
for my word. 38 I am telling you what I have seen in the Father's presence, and you do what you have heard 
from your father. " 
 
John 8:39-41  "Abraham is our father," they answered. "If you were Abraham's children," said Jesus, "then you 
would do the things Abraham did. 40 As it is, you are determined to kill me, a man who has told you the truth 
that I heard from God. Abraham did not do such things. 41 You are doing the things your own father does."    
"We are not illegitimate children," they protested. "The only Father we have is God himself." 
 
Matthew 3:8-9 Produce fruit in keeping with repentance. 9 And do not think you can say to yourselves, `We 
have Abraham as our father.' I tell you that out of these stones God can raise up children for Abraham. 
 
Galatians 3:6-9 Consider Abraham: "He believed God, and it was credited to him as righteousness." 7 
Understand, then, that those who believe are children of Abraham. 8 The Scripture foresaw that God would 
justify the Gentiles by faith, and announced the gospel in advance to Abraham: "All nations will be blessed 
through you." 9 So those who have faith are blessed along with Abraham, the man of faith. 
 
John 8:42  Jesus said to them, "If God were your Father, you would love me, for I came from God and now am 
here. I have not come on my own; but he sent me. 
 
John 8:47 He who belongs to God hears what God says. The reason you do not hear is that you do not belong 
to God." 
 
John 8:43-46 Why is my language not clear to you? Because you are unable to hear what I say. 44 You belong 
to your father, the devil, and you want to carry out your father's desire. He was a murderer from the beginning, 
not holding to the truth, for there is no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is a liar 
and the father of lies. 45 Yet because I tell the truth, you do not believe me! 46 Can any of you prove me guilty 
of sin? If I am telling the truth, why don't you believe me?  
 
Exodus 3:14-15 God said to Moses, "I AM WHO I AM. This is what you are to say to the Israelites: `I AM has 
sent me to you.' " 15 God also said to Moses, "Say to the Israelites, `The LORD, the God of your fathers--the 
God of Abraham, the God of Isaac and the God of Jacob--has sent me to you.' This is my name forever, the 
name by which I am to be remembered from generation to generation. 
 
Exodus 20:7 "You shall not misuse the name of the LORD your God, for the LORD will not hold anyone 
guiltless who misuses his name. 
 



Leviticus 24:13-16 Then the LORD said to Moses: 14 "Take the blasphemer outside the camp. All those who 
heard him are to lay their hands on his head, and the entire assembly is to stone him. 15 Say to the Israelites: `If 
anyone curses his God, he will be held responsible; 16 anyone who blasphemes the name of the LORD must be 
put to death. The entire assembly must stone him. Whether an alien or native-born, when he blasphemes the 
Name, he must be put to death. 
 
John 1:1-2, 14 In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2 He was 
with God in the beginning. 
14 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of the One and 
Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth. 
 
Colossians 1:15-17 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 16 For by him all things 
were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or 
authorities; all things were created by him and for him. 17 He is before all things, and in him all things hold 
together. 
 
Hebrews 13:8 Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today and forever. 
 
Lesson 2 
John 4:1-30 The Pharisees heard that Jesus was gaining and baptizing more disciples than John, 2 although in 
fact it was not Jesus who baptized, but his disciples. 3 When the Lord learned of this, he left Judea and went 
back once more to Galilee. 4 Now he had to go through Samaria. 5 So he came to a town in Samaria called 
Sychar, near the plot of ground Jacob had given to his son Joseph. 6 Jacob's well was there, and Jesus, tired as 
he was from the journey, sat down by the well. It was about the sixth hour. 7 When a Samaritan woman came to 
draw water, Jesus said to her, "Will you give me a drink?" 8 (His disciples had gone into the town to buy food.) 
9 The Samaritan woman said to him, "You are a Jew and I am a Samaritan woman. How can you ask me for a 
drink?" (For Jews do not associate with Samaritans. ) 10 Jesus answered her, "If you knew the gift of God and 
who it is that asks you for a drink, you would have asked him and he would have given you living water." 11 
"Sir," the woman said, "you have nothing to draw with and the well is deep. Where can you get this living 
water? 12 Are you greater than our father Jacob, who gave us the well and drank from it himself, as did also his 
sons and his flocks and herds?" 13 Jesus answered, "Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, 14 
but whoever drinks the water I give him will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give him will become in him a 
spring of water welling up to eternal life." 15 The woman said to him, "Sir, give me this water so that I won't 
get thirsty and have to keep coming here to draw water." 16 He told her, "Go, call your husband and come 
back." 17 "I have no husband," she replied. Jesus said to her, "You are right when you say you have no 
husband. 18 The fact is, you have had five husbands, and the man you now have is not your husband. What you 
have just said is quite true." 19 "Sir," the woman said, "I can see that you are a prophet. 20 Our fathers 
worshiped on this mountain, but you Jews claim that the place where we must worship is in Jerusalem." 21 
Jesus declared, "Believe me, woman, a time is coming when you will worship the Father neither on this 
mountain nor in Jerusalem. 22 You Samaritans worship what you do not know; we worship what we do know, 
for salvation is from the Jews. 23 Yet a time is coming and has now come when the true worshipers will 
worship the Father in spirit and truth, for they are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks. 24 God is spirit, and 
his worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth." 25 The woman said, "I know that Messiah" (called Christ) 
"is coming. When he comes, he will explain everything to us." 26 Then Jesus declared, "I who speak to you am 
he." 27 Just then his disciples returned and were surprised to find him talking with a woman. But no one asked, 
"What do you want?" or "Why are you talking with her?" 28 Then, leaving her water jar, the woman went back 
to the town and said to the people, 29 "Come, see a man who told me everything I ever did. Could this be the 
Christ?" 30 They came out of the town and made their way toward him. 
 
Genesis 3:15  And I will put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; he will 
crush your head, and you will strike his heel." 
 



Galatians 4:4-5 But when the time had fully come, God sent his Son, born of a woman, born under law, 5 to 
redeem those under law, that we might receive the full rights of sons. 
 
Hebrews 2:14-15 Since the children have flesh and blood, he too shared in their humanity so that by his death 
he might destroy him who holds the power of death--that is, the devil-- 15 and free those who all their lives 
were held in slavery by their fear of death. 
 
Isaiah 9:6-7 For to us a child is born, to us a son is given, and the government will be on his shoulders. And he 
will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace. 7 Of the increase of his 
government and peace there will be no end. He will reign on David's throne and over his kingdom, establishing 
and upholding it with justice and righteousness from that time on and forever. The zeal of the LORD Almighty     
will accomplish this. 
 
Luke 1:30-33 But the angel said to her, "Do not be afraid, Mary, you have found favor with God. 31 You will 
be with child and give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus. 32 He will be great and will be 
called the Son of the Most High. The Lord God will give him the throne of his father David, 33 and he will 
reign over the house of Jacob forever; his kingdom will never end."   
 
Psalm 22:7-8, 16-18 All who see me mock me; they hurl insults, shaking their heads: 8 "He trusts in the 
LORD; let the LORD rescue him. Let him deliver him, since he delights in him." 
16 Dogs have surrounded me; a band of evil men has encircled me, they have pierced my hands and my feet. 17 
I can count all my bones; people stare and gloat over me.  18 They divide my garments among them and cast 
lots for my clothing. 
 
Mark 15:22-32 They brought Jesus to the place called Golgotha (which means The Place of the Skull). 23 Then 
they offered him wine mixed with myrrh, but he did not take it. 24 And they crucified him. Dividing up his 
clothes, they cast lots to see what each would get. 25 It was the third hour when they crucified him. 26 The 
written notice of the charge against him read: THE KING OF THE JEWS. 27 They crucified two robbers with 
him, one on his right and one on his left. 29 Those who passed by hurled insults at him, shaking their heads and 
saying, "So! You who are going to destroy the temple and build it in three days, 30 come down from the cross 
and save yourself!" 31 In the same way the chief priests and the teachers of the law mocked him among 
themselves. "He saved others," they said, "but he can't save himself! 32 Let this Christ, this King of Israel, come 
down now from the cross, that we may see and believe." Those crucified with him also heaped insults on him. 
 
Daniel 7:13-14 "In my vision at night I looked, and there before me was one like a son of man, coming with the 
clouds of heaven. He approached the Ancient of Days and was led into his presence. 14 He was given authority, 
glory and sovereign power; all peoples, nations and men of every language worshiped him. His dominion is an 
everlasting dominion that will not pass away, and his kingdom is one that will never be destroyed. 
 
Matthew 28:18-20 Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to 
me. 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son 
and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with 
you always, to the very end of the age." 
 
John 3:16 "For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall 
not perish but have eternal life. 
 
Romans 10:12-13 For there is no difference between Jew and Gentile--the same Lord is Lord of all and richly 
blesses all who call on him, 13 for, "Everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved." 
 
Galatians 3:26-29 You are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus, 27 for all of you who were baptized 
into Christ have clothed yourselves with Christ. 28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor 



female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus. 29 If you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham's seed, and heirs 
according to the promise. 
 
Luke 4:18-19 "The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed me to preach good news to the poor.    
He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight for the blind, to release the 
oppressed, 19 to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor." 
 
Philippians 2:6-11 Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be 
grasped, 7 but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness. 8 And 
being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient to death--even death on a cross! 
9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name that is above every name, 10 that at 
the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and every tongue 
confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
 
Romans 3:9-12 What shall we conclude then? Are we any better? Not at all! We have already made the charge 
that Jews and Gentiles alike are all under sin. 10 As it is written: "There is no one righteous, not even one; 11 
there is no one who understands, no one who seeks God. 12 All have turned away, they have together become 
worthless; there is no one who does good, not even one." 
 
Romans 3:22-24 This righteousness from God comes through faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe. There is 
no difference, 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 and are justified freely by his grace 
through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus. 
 
Romans 5:6-8 You see, at just the right time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for the ungodly. 7 Very 
rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, though for a good man someone might possibly dare to die. 8 But 
God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 
 
1 Timothy 1:15-16  Here is a trustworthy saying that deserves full acceptance: Christ Jesus came into the world 
to save sinners--of whom I am the worst. 16 But for that very reason I was shown mercy so that in me, the worst 
of sinners, Christ Jesus might display his unlimited patience as an example for those who would believe on him 
and receive eternal life. 
 
Lesson 3 
John 7:33-44 Jesus said, "I am with you for only a short time, and then I go to the one who sent me. 34 You 
will look for me, but you will not find me; and where I am, you cannot come." 35 The Jews said to one another, 
"Where does this man intend to go that we cannot find him? Will he go where our people live scattered among 
the Greeks, and teach the Greeks? 36 What did he mean when he said, `You will look for me, but you will not 
find me,' and `Where I am, you cannot come'?"  37 On the last and greatest day of the Feast, Jesus stood and 
said in a loud voice, "If anyone is thirsty, let him come to me and drink. 38 Whoever believes in me, as the 
Scripture has said, streams of living water will flow from within him." 39 By this he meant the Spirit, whom 
those who believed in him were later to receive. Up to that time the Spirit had not been given, since Jesus had 
not yet been glorified. 40 On hearing his words, some of the people said, "Surely this man is the Prophet." 41 
Others said, "He is the Christ." Still others asked, "How can the Christ come from Galilee? 42 Does not the 
Scripture say that the Christ will come from David's family and from Bethlehem, the town where David lived?" 
43 Thus the people were divided because of Jesus. 44 Some wanted to seize him, but no one laid a hand on him. 
 
John 16:5-7 "Now I am going to him who sent me, yet none of you asks me, `Where are you going?' 6 Because 
I have said these things, you are filled with grief. 7 But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going 
away. Unless I go away, the Counselor will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you. 
 
 



Zechariah 14:8 On that day living water will flow out from Jerusalem, half to the eastern sea and half to the 
western sea, in summer and in winter. 
 
Ezekiel 47:1-12 The man brought me back to the entrance of the temple, and I saw water coming out from 
under the threshold of the temple toward the east (for the temple faced east). The water was coming down from 
under the south side of the temple, south of the altar. 2 He then brought me out through the north gate and led 
me around the outside to the outer gate facing east, and the water was flowing from the south side. 3 As the man 
went eastward with a measuring line in his hand, he measured off a thousand cubits and then led me through 
water that was ankle-deep. 4 He measured off another thousand cubits and led me through water that was knee-
deep. He measured off another thousand and led me through water that was up to the waist. 5 He measured off 
another thousand, but now it was a river that I could not cross, because the water had risen and was deep 
enough to swim in--a river that no one could cross. 6 He asked me, "Son of man, do you see this?" Then he led 
me back to the bank of the river. 7 When I arrived there, I saw a great number of trees on each side of the river. 
8 He said to me, "This water flows toward the eastern region and goes down into the Arabah, where it enters the 
Sea. When it empties into the Sea, the water there becomes fresh. 9 Swarms of living creatures will live 
wherever the river flows. There will be large numbers of fish, because this water flows there and makes the salt 
water fresh; so where the river flows everything will live. 10 Fishermen will stand along the shore; from En 
Gedi to En Eglaim there will be places for spreading nets. The fish will be of many kinds--like the fish of the 
Great Sea. 11 But the swamps and marshes will not become fresh; they will be left for salt. 12 Fruit trees of all 
kinds will grow on both banks of the river. Their leaves will not wither, nor will their fruit fail. Every month 
they will bear, because the water from the sanctuary flows to them. Their fruit will serve for food and their 
leaves for healing." 
 
Exodus 17:1-7 The whole Israelite community set out from the Desert of Sin, traveling from place to place as 
the LORD commanded. They camped at Rephidim, but there was no water for the people to drink. 2 So they 
quarreled with Moses and said, "Give us water to drink." Moses replied, "Why do you quarrel with me? Why do 
you put the LORD to the test?" 3 But the people were thirsty for water there, and they grumbled against Moses. 
They said, "Why did you bring us up out of Egypt to make us and our children and livestock die of thirst?" 4 
Then Moses cried out to the LORD, "What am I to do with these people? They are almost ready to stone me." 5 
The LORD answered Moses, "Walk on ahead of the people. Take with you some of the elders of Israel and take 
in your hand the staff with which you struck the Nile, and go. 6 I will stand there before you by the rock at 
Horeb. Strike the rock, and water will come out of it for the people to drink." So Moses did this in the sight of 
the elders of Israel. 7 And he called the place Massah and Meribah because the Israelites quarreled and because 
they tested the LORD saying, "Is the LORD among us or not?" 
 
1 Corinthians 10:1-4 For I do not want you to be ignorant of the fact, brothers, that our forefathers were all 
under the cloud and that they all passed through the sea. 2 They were all baptized into Moses in the cloud and in 
the sea. 3 They all ate the same spiritual food 4 and drank the same spiritual drink; for they drank from the 
spiritual rock that accompanied them, and that rock was Christ.  
 
John 14:26 But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things 
and will remind you of everything I have said to you. 
 
John 15:26 "When the Counselor comes, whom I will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth who goes 
out from the Father, he will testify about me. 
 
John 16:8-15 When he comes, he will convict the world of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and 
judgment: 9 in regard to sin, because men do not believe in me; 10 in regard to righteousness, because I am 
going to the Father, where you can see me no longer; 11 and in regard to judgment, because the prince of this 
world now stands condemned.  12 "I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. 13 But when 
he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will speak only 
what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. 14 He will bring glory to me by taking from what is 



mine and making it known to you. 15 All that belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will 
take from what is mine and make it known to you. 
 
Romans 8:26-27 In the same way, the Spirit helps us in our weakness. We do not know what we ought to pray 
for, but the Spirit himself intercedes for us with groans that words cannot express. 27 And he who searches our 
hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because the Spirit intercedes for the saints in accordance with God's will. 
 
Revelation 7:16-17 Never again will they hunger; never again will they thirst. The sun will not beat upon them, 
nor any scorching heat. For the Lamb at the center of the throne will be their shepherd; he will lead them to 
springs of living water. And God will wipe away every tear from their eyes." 
 
Revelation 22:1-2 Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, as clear as crystal, flowing from the 
throne of God and of the Lamb 2 down the middle of the great street of the city. On each side of the river stood 
the tree of life, bearing twelve crops of fruit, yielding its fruit every month. And the leaves of the tree are for the 
healing of the nations. 
 
Lesson 4 
John 6:25-40  When they found him on the other side of the lake, they asked him, "Rabbi, when did you get 
here?" 26 Jesus answered, "I tell you the truth, you are looking for me, not because you saw miraculous signs 
but because you ate the loaves and had your fill. 27 Do not work for food that spoils, but for food that endures 
to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you. On him God the Father has placed his seal of approval." 28 
Then they asked him, "What must we do to do the works God requires?"  29 Jesus answered, "The work of God 
is this: to believe in the one he has sent." 30 So they asked him, "What miraculous sign then will you give that 
we may see it and believe you? What will you do? 31 Our forefathers ate the manna in the desert; as it is 
written: `He gave them bread from heaven to eat.' " 32 Jesus said to them, "I tell you the truth, it is not Moses 
who has given you the bread from heaven, but it is my Father who gives you the true bread from heaven. 33 For 
the bread of God is he who comes down from heaven and gives life to the world." 34 "Sir," they said, "from 
now on give us this bread." 35 Then Jesus declared, "I am the bread of life. He who comes to me will never go 
hungry, and he who believes in me will never be thirsty. 36 But as I told you, you have seen me and still you do 
not believe. 37 All that the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I will never drive away. 
38 For I have come down from heaven not to do my will but to do the will of him who sent me. 39 And this is 
the will of him who sent me, that I shall lose none of all that he has given me, but raise them up at the last day. 
40 For my Father's will is that everyone who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and I 
will raise him up at the last day." 
 
Exodus 16:1-15 The whole Israelite community set out from Elim and came to the Desert of Sin, which is 
between Elim and Sinai, on the fifteenth day of the second month after they had come out of Egypt. 2 In the 
desert the whole community grumbled against Moses and Aaron. 3 The Israelites said to them, "If only we had 
died by the LORD's hand in Egypt! There we sat around pots of meat and ate all the food we wanted, but you 
have brought us out into this desert to starve this entire assembly to death." 4 Then the LORD said to Moses, "I 
will rain down bread from heaven for you. The people are to go out each day and gather enough for that day. In 
this way I will test them and see whether they will follow my instructions. 5 On the sixth day they are to prepare 
what they bring in, and that is to be twice as much as they gather on the other days." 6 So Moses and Aaron said 
to all the Israelites, "In the evening you will know that it was the LORD who brought you out of Egypt, 7 and in 
the morning you will see the glory of the LORD, because he has heard your grumbling against him. Who are 
we, that you should grumble against us?" 8 Moses also said, "You will know that it was the LORD when he 
gives you meat to eat in the evening and all the bread you want in the morning, because he has heard your 
grumbling against him. Who are we? You are not grumbling against us, but against the LORD." 9 Then Moses 
told Aaron, "Say to the entire Israelite community, `Come before the LORD, for he has heard your grumbling.' " 
10 While Aaron was speaking to the whole Israelite community, they looked toward the desert, and there was 
the glory of the LORD appearing in the cloud.  11 The LORD said to Moses, 12 "I have heard the grumbling of 
the Israelites. Tell them, `At twilight you will eat meat, and in the morning you will be filled with bread. Then 



you will know that I am the LORD your God.' " 13 That evening quail came and covered the camp, and in the 
morning there was a layer of dew around the camp. 14 When the dew was gone, thin flakes like frost on the 
ground appeared on the desert floor. 15 When the Israelites saw it, they said to each other, "What is it?" For 
they did not know what it was. Moses said to them, "It is the bread the LORD has given you to eat. 
 
Exodus 12:17  "Celebrate the Feast of Unleavened Bread, because it was on this very day that I brought your 
divisions out of Egypt. Celebrate this day as a lasting ordinance for the generations to come. 
 
Exodus 16:32-34 Moses said, "This is what the LORD has commanded: `Take an omer of manna and keep it 
for the generations to come, so they can see the bread I gave you to eat in the desert when I brought you out of 
Egypt.' " 33 So Moses said to Aaron, "Take a jar and put an omer of manna in it. Then place it before the LORD 
to be kept for the generations to come." 34 As the LORD commanded Moses, Aaron put the manna in front of 
the Testimony, that it might be kept. 
 
Leviticus 7:11-13 " `These are the regulations for the fellowship offering a person may present to the LORD: 
12 " `If he offers it as an expression of thankfulness, then along with this thank offering he is to offer cakes of 
bread made without yeast and mixed with oil, wafers made without yeast and spread with oil, and cakes of fine 
flour well-kneaded and mixed with oil. 13 Along with his fellowship offering of thanksgiving he is to present an 
offering with cakes of bread made with yeast. 
 
Leviticus 24:5-9 "Take fine flour and bake twelve loaves of bread, using two-tenths of an ephah for each loaf. 6 
Set them in two rows, six in each row, on the table of pure gold before the LORD. 7 Along each row put some 
pure incense as a memorial portion to represent the bread and to be an offering made to the LORD by fire. 8 
This bread is to be set out before the LORD regularly, Sabbath after Sabbath, on behalf of the Israelites, as a 
lasting covenant. 9 It belongs to Aaron and his sons, who are to eat it in a holy place, because it is a most holy 
part of their regular share of the offerings made to the LORD by fire." 
 
Romans 3:23-24 …for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 and are justified freely by his grace 
through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus. 
 
Ephesians 2:4-9 But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, 5 made us alive with Christ 
even when we were dead in transgressions--it is by grace you have been saved. 6 And God raised us up with 
Christ and seated us with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus, 7 in order that in the coming ages he might 
show the incomparable riches of his grace, expressed in his kindness to us in Christ Jesus. 8 For it is by grace 
you have been saved, through faith--and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God-- 9 not by works, so that 
no one can boast. 
 
John 1:12 Yet to all who received him, to those who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children 
of God-- 
 
John 3:36 Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life, but whoever rejects the Son will not see life, for God's 
wrath remains on him." 
 
John 6:29 Jesus answered, "The work of God is this: to believe in the one he has sent." 
 
Romans 10:9-10 That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God 
raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it 
is with your mouth that you confess and are saved. 
 
Lesson 5 
John 6:41-59 At this the Jews began to grumble about him because he said, "I am the bread that came down 
from heaven." 42 They said, "Is this not Jesus, the son of Joseph, whose father and mother we know? How can 



he now say, `I came down from heaven'?"  43 "Stop grumbling among yourselves," Jesus answered. 44 "No one 
can come to me unless the Father who sent me draws him, and I will raise him up at the last day. 45 It is written 
in the Prophets: `They will all be taught by God.' Everyone who listens to the Father and learns from him comes 
to me. 46 No one has seen the Father except the one who is from God; only he has seen the Father. 47 I tell you 
the truth, he who believes has everlasting life. 48 I am the bread of life. 49 Your forefathers ate the manna in the 
desert, yet they died.  50 But here is the bread that comes down from heaven, which a man may eat and not die. 
51 I am the living bread that came down from heaven. If anyone eats of this bread, he will live forever. This 
bread is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world." 52 Then the Jews began to argue sharply among 
themselves, "How can this man give us his flesh to eat?" 53 Jesus said to them, "I tell you the truth, unless you 
eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in you. 54 Whoever eats my flesh and 
drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him up at the last day. 55 For my flesh is real food and my 
blood is real drink. 56 For my flesh is real food and my blood is real drink. 57 Just as the living Father sent me 
and I live because of the Father, so the one who feeds on me will live because of me. 58 Just as the living Father 
sent me and I live because of the Father, so the one who feeds on me will live because of me. 59 He said this 
while teaching in the synagogue in Capernaum. 
 
Deuteronomy 8:3  He humbled you, causing you to hunger and then feeding you with manna, which neither 
you nor your fathers had known, to teach you that man does not live on bread alone but on every word that 
comes from the mouth of the LORD. 
 
Matthew 6:9-11 "This, then, is how you should pray: " `Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, 10 your 
kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. 11 Give us today our daily bread. 
 
Psalm 119:103-104 How sweet are your words to my taste, sweeter than honey to my mouth! 104 I gain 
understanding from your precepts; therefore I hate every wrong path. 
 
Isaiah 55: 2 Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labor on what does not satisfy? Listen, listen to 
me, and eat what is good, and your soul will delight in the richest of fare. 
 
Ezekiel 3:1-3 And he said to me, "Son of man, eat what is before you, eat this scroll; then go and speak to the 
house of Israel." 2 So I opened my mouth, and he gave me the scroll to eat. 3 Then he said to me, "Son of man, 
eat this scroll I am giving you and fill your stomach with it." So I ate it, and it tasted as sweet as honey in my 
mouth. 
 
1 Peter 2:2-3 Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, 3 
now that you have tasted that the Lord is good. 
 
Luke 4:16-21 He went to Nazareth, where he had been brought up, and on the Sabbath day he went into the 
synagogue, as was his custom. And he stood up to read. 17 The scroll of the prophet Isaiah was handed to him. 
Unrolling it, he found the place where it is written: 18 "The Spirit of the Lord is on me, because he has anointed 
me to preach good news to the poor. He has sent me to proclaim freedom for the prisoners and recovery of sight 
for the blind, to release the oppressed, 19 to proclaim the year of the Lord's favor." 20 Then he rolled up the 
scroll, gave it back to the attendant and sat down. The eyes of everyone in the synagogue were fastened on him, 
21 and he began by saying to them, "Today this scripture is fulfilled in your hearing." 
 
Hebrews 9:14-15 How much more, then, will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered 
himself unblemished to God, cleanse our consciences from acts that lead to death, so that we may serve the 
living God!  15 For this reason Christ is the mediator of a new covenant, that those who are called may receive 
the promised eternal inheritance-now that he has died as a ransom to set them free from the sins committed 
under the first covenant.   
 



1 Peter 1:18-19 For you know that it was not with perishable things such as silver or gold that you were 
redeemed from the empty way of life handed down to you from your forefathers, 19 but with the precious blood 
of Christ, a lamb without blemish or defect.   
 
Proverbs 22:9 A generous man will himself be blessed, for he shares his food with the poor. 
 
Matthew 25:34-40 "Then the King will say to those on his right, `Come, you who are blessed by my Father; 
take your inheritance, the kingdom prepared for you since the creation of the world. 35 For I was hungry and 
you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me something to drink, I was a stranger and you 
invited me in, 36 I needed clothes and you clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and 
you came to visit me.' 37 "Then the righteous will answer him, `Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed 
you, or thirsty and give you something to drink? 38 When did we see you a stranger and invite you in, or 
needing clothes and clothe you? 39 When did we see you sick or in prison and go to visit you?' 40 "The King 
will reply, `I tell you the truth, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers of mine, you did for me.' 
 
James 2:14-17 What good is it, my brothers, if a man claims to have faith but has no deeds? Can such faith 
save him? 15 Suppose a brother or sister is without clothes and daily food. 16 If one of you says to him, "Go, I 
wish you well; keep warm and well fed," but does nothing about his physical needs, what good is it? 17 In the 
same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead. 
 
Lesson 6 
John 8:1-30 But Jesus went to the Mount of Olives. 2 At dawn he appeared again in the temple courts, where 
all the people gathered around him, and he sat down to teach them. 3 The teachers of the law and the Pharisees 
brought in a woman caught in adultery. They made her stand before the group 4 and said to Jesus, "Teacher, this 
woman was caught in the act of adultery. 5 In the Law Moses commanded us to stone such women. Now what 
do you say?" 6 They were using this question as a trap, in order to have a basis for accusing him. But Jesus bent 
down and started to write on the ground with his finger. 7 When they kept on questioning him, he straightened 
up and said to them, "If any one of you is without sin, let him be the first to throw a stone at her." 8 Again he 
stooped down and wrote on the ground. 9 At this, those who heard began to go away one at a time, the older 
ones first, until only Jesus was left, with the woman still standing there. 10 Jesus straightened up and asked her, 
"Woman, where are they? Has no one condemned you?" 11 "No one, sir," she said.  "Then neither do I 
condemn you," Jesus declared. "Go now and leave your life of sin." 12 When Jesus spoke again to the people, 
he said, "I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will have the light of 
life." 13 The Pharisees challenged him, "Here you are, appearing as your own witness; your testimony is not 
valid."  14 Jesus answered, "Even if I testify on my own behalf, my testimony is valid, for I know where I came 
from and where I am going. But you have no idea where I come from or where I am going. 15 You judge by 
human standards; I pass judgment on no one. 16 But if I do judge, my decisions are right, because I am not 
alone. I stand with the Father, who sent me. 17 In your own Law it is written that the testimony of two men is 
valid. 18 I am one who testifies for myself; my other witness is the Father, who sent me."  19 Then they asked 
him, "Where is your father?" "You do not know me or my Father," Jesus replied. "If you knew me, you would 
know my Father also." 20 He spoke these words while teaching in the temple area near the place where the 
offerings were put. Yet no one seized him, because his time had not yet come. 21 Once more Jesus said to them, 
"I am going away, and you will look for me, and you will die in your sin. Where I go, you cannot come."  22 
This made the Jews ask, "Will he kill himself? Is that why he says, `Where I go, you cannot come'?" 23 But he 
continued, "You are from below; I am from above. You are of this world; I am not of this world. 24 I told you 
that you would die in your sins; if you do not believe that I am the one I claim to be, you will indeed die in your 
sins." 25 "Who are you?" they asked. "Just what I have been claiming all along," Jesus replied. 26 "I have much 
to say in judgment of you. But he who sent me is reliable, and what I have heard from him I tell the world." 27 
They did not understand that he was telling them about his Father. 28 So Jesus said, "When you have lifted up 
the Son of Man, then you will know that I am the one I claim to be and that I do nothing on my own but speak 
just what the Father has taught me. 29 The one who sent me is with me; he has not left me alone, for I always 
do what pleases him." 30 Even as he spoke, many put their faith in him. 



 
Psalm 119:9-11 How can a young man keep his way pure? By living according to your word.  10 I seek you 
with all my heart; do not let me stray from your commands.  11 I have hidden your word in my heart that I 
might not sin against you. 
 
John 16:7-8, 13 But I tell you the truth: It is for your good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the 
Counselor will not come to you; but if I go, I will send him to you. 8 When he comes, he will convict the world 
of guilt in regard to sin and righteousness and judgment: 
13 But when he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own; he will 
speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. 
 
Colossians 3:16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly as you teach and admonish one another with all 
wisdom, and as you sing psalms, hymns and spiritual songs with gratitude in your hearts to God. 
 
1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood 
of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. 
 
Psalm 139:23-24 Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts. 24 See if 
there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting. 
 
1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just and will forgive us our sins and purify us from all 
unrighteousness. 
 
1 John 2:1-2 My dear children, I write this to you so that you will not sin. But if anybody does sin, we have one 
who speaks to the Father in our defense--Jesus Christ, the Righteous One. 2 He is the atoning sacrifice for our 
sins, and not only for ours but also for the sins of the whole world. 
 
Exodus 3:1-6 Now Moses was tending the flock of Jethro his father-in-law, the priest of Midian, and he led the 
flock to the far side of the desert and came to Horeb, the mountain of God. 2 There the angel of the LORD 
appeared to him in flames of fire from within a bush. Moses saw that though the bush was on fire it did not burn 
up. 3 So Moses thought, "I will go over and see this strange sight--why the bush does not burn up." 4 When the 
LORD saw that he had gone over to look, God called to him from within the bush, "Moses! Moses!"  And 
Moses said, "Here I am." 5 "Do not come any closer," God said. "Take off your sandals, for the place where you 
are standing is holy ground." 6 Then he said, "I am the God of your father, the God of Abraham, the God of 
Isaac and the God of Jacob." At this, Moses hid his face, because he was afraid to look at God. 
 
Exodus 13:20-22 After leaving Succoth they camped at Etham on the edge of the desert. 21 By day the LORD 
went ahead of them in a pillar of cloud to guide them on their way and by night in a pillar of fire to give them 
light, so that they could travel by day or night. 22 Neither the pillar of cloud by day nor the pillar of fire by 
night left its place in front of the people. 
 
Exodus 24:15-17 When Moses went up on the mountain, the cloud covered it, 16 and the glory of the LORD 
settled on Mount Sinai. For six days the cloud covered the mountain, and on the seventh day the LORD called 
to Moses from within the cloud. 17 To the Israelites the glory of the LORD looked like a consuming fire on top 
of the mountain. 
 
Leviticus 9:23-24 Moses and Aaron then went into the Tent of Meeting. When they came out, they blessed the 
people; and the glory of the LORD appeared to all the people. 24 Fire came out from the presence of the LORD 
and consumed the burnt offering and the fat portions on the altar. And when all the people saw it, they shouted 
for joy and fell facedown. 
 



Colossians 1:12-20 …giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified you to share in the inheritance of the saints 
in the kingdom of light. 13 For he has rescued us from the dominion of darkness and brought us into the 
kingdom of the Son he loves, 14 in whom we have redemption, the forgiveness of sins. 15 He is the image of 
the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 16 For by him all things were created: things in heaven and on 
earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or authorities; all things were created by him 
and for him. 17 He is before all things, and in him all things hold together. 18 And he is the head of the body, 
the church; he is the beginning and the firstborn from among the dead, so that in everything he might have the 
supremacy. 19 For God was pleased to have all his fullness dwell in him, 20 and through him to reconcile to 
himself all things, whether things on earth or things in heaven, by making peace through his blood, shed on the 
cross. 
 
1 John 4:12-13 No one has ever seen God; but if we love one another, God lives in us and his love is made 
complete in us. 13 We know that we live in him and he in us, because he has given us of his Spirit. 
 
Lesson 7 
John 9:1-41 As he went along, he saw a man blind from birth. 2 His disciples asked him, "Rabbi, who sinned, 
this man or his parents, that he was born blind?" 3 "Neither this man nor his parents sinned," said Jesus, "but 
this happened so that the work of God might be displayed in his life. 4 As long as it is day, we must do the work 
of him who sent me. Night is coming, when no one can work. 5 While I am in the world, I am the light of the 
world." 6 Having said this, he spit on the ground, made some mud with the saliva, and put it on the man's eyes. 
7 "Go," he told him, "wash in the Pool of Siloam" (this word means Sent). So the man went and washed, and 
came home seeing. 8 His neighbors and those who had formerly seen him begging asked, "Isn't this the same 
man who used to sit and beg?" 9 Some claimed that he was. Others said, "No, he only looks like him." But he 
himself insisted, "I am the man." 10 "How then were your eyes opened?" they demanded. 11 He replied, "The 
man they call Jesus made some mud and put it on my eyes. He told me to go to Siloam and wash. So I went and 
washed, and then I could see." 12 "Where is this man?" they asked him. "I don't know," he said.  13 They 
brought to the Pharisees the man who had been blind. 14 Now the day on which Jesus had made the mud and 
opened the man's eyes was a Sabbath. 15 Therefore the Pharisees also asked him how he had received his sight. 
"He put mud on my eyes," the man replied, "and I washed, and now I see." 16 Some of the Pharisees said, "This 
man is not from God, for he does not keep the Sabbath." But others asked, "How can a sinner do such 
miraculous signs?" So they were divided. 17 Finally they turned again to the blind man, "What have you to say 
about him? It was your eyes he opened." The man replied, "He is a prophet."  JN 9:18 The Jews still did not 
believe that he had been blind and had received his sight until they sent for the man's parents. 19 "Is this your 
son?" they asked. "Is this the one you say was born blind? How is it that now he can see?" 20 "We know he is 
our son," the parents answered, "and we know he was born blind. 21 But how he can see now, or who opened 
his eyes, we don't know. Ask him. He is of age; he will speak for himself." 22 His parents said this because they 
were afraid of the Jews, for already the Jews had decided that anyone who acknowledged that Jesus was the 
Christ would be put out of the synagogue. 23 That was why his parents said, "He is of age; ask him." 
24 A second time they summoned the man who had been blind. "Give glory to God, " they said. "We know this 
man is a sinner." 25 He replied, "Whether he is a sinner or not, I don't know. One thing I do know. I was blind 
but now I see!" 26 Then they asked him, "What did he do to you? How did he open your eyes?" 27 He 
answered, "I have told you already and you did not listen. Why do you want to hear it again? Do you want to 
become his disciples, too?" 28 Then they hurled insults at him and said, "You are this fellow's disciple! We are 
disciples of Moses! 29 We know that God spoke to Moses, but as for this fellow, we don't even know where he 
comes from." 30 The man answered, "Now that is remarkable! You don't know where he comes from, yet he 
opened my eyes. 31 We know that God does not listen to sinners. He listens to the godly man who does his will. 
32 Nobody has ever heard of opening the eyes of a man born blind. 33 If this man were not from God, he could 
do nothing." 34 To this they replied, "You were steeped in sin at birth; how dare you lecture us!" And they 
threw him out. 35 Jesus heard that they had thrown him out, and when he found him, he said, "Do you believe 
in the Son of Man?" 36 "Who is he, sir?" the man asked. "Tell me so that I may believe in him." 37 Jesus said, 
"You have now seen him; in fact, he is the one speaking with you." 38 Then the man said, "Lord, I believe," and 
he worshiped him. 39 Jesus said, "For judgment I have come into this world, so that the blind will see and those 



who see will become blind." 40 Some Pharisees who were with him heard him say this and asked, "What? Are 
we blind too?" 41 Jesus said, "If you were blind, you would not be guilty of sin; but now that you claim you can 
see, your guilt remains.  
 
Psalm 23:4  Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for you are with 
me; your rod and your staff, they comfort me. 
 
Psalm 27:1 The LORD is my light and my salvation--whom shall I fear? The LORD is the stronghold of my 
life--of whom shall I be afraid? 
 
Psalm 34:4 I sought the LORD, and he answered me; he delivered me from all my fears. 
 
Romans 8:15 For you did not receive a spirit that makes you a slave again to fear, but you received the Spirit of 
sonship. And by him we cry, "Abba, Father." 
 
Psalm 34:5 Those who look to him are radiant; their faces are never covered with shame. 
 
Romans 15:13 May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust in him, so that you may 
overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit. 
 
1 Peter 1:8-9 Though you have not seen him, you love him; and even though you do not see him now, you 
believe in him and are filled with an inexpressible and glorious joy, 9 for you are receiving the goal of your 
faith, the salvation of your souls. 
 
Matthew 5:14-16 "You are the light of the world. A city on a hill cannot be hidden. 15 Neither do people light 
a lamp and put it under a bowl. Instead they put it on its stand, and it gives light to everyone in the house. 16 In 
the same way, let your light shine before men, that they may see your good deeds and praise your Father in 
heaven. 
 
John 13:34-35 "A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one 
another. 35 By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another." 
 
Ephesians 5:8-21 For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Live as children of light 9 
(for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness, righteousness and truth) 10 and find out what pleases the Lord. 
11 Have nothing to do with the fruitless deeds of darkness, but rather expose them. 12 For it is shameful even to 
mention what the disobedient do in secret. 13 But everything exposed by the light becomes visible, 14 for it is 
light that makes everything visible. This is why it is said: "Wake up, O sleeper, rise from the dead, and Christ 
will shine on you." 15 Be very careful, then, how you live--not as unwise but as wise, 16 making the most of 
every opportunity, because the days are evil. 17 Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the Lord's will 
is. 18 Do not get drunk on wine, which leads to debauchery. Instead, be filled with the Spirit. 19 Speak to one 
another with psalms, hymns and spiritual songs. Sing and make music in your heart to the Lord, 20 always 
giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ. 21 Submit to one another 
out of reverence for Christ. 
 
1 Peter 2:9 But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that you 
may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light.  
 
Matthew 25:1-13 "At that time the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps and went 
out to meet the bridegroom. 2 Five of them were foolish and five were wise. 3 The foolish ones took their lamps 
but did not take any oil with them. 4 The wise, however, took oil in jars along with their lamps. 5 The 
bridegroom was a long time in coming, and they all became drowsy and fell asleep. 6 "At midnight the cry rang 
out: `Here's the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!' 7 "Then all the virgins woke up and trimmed their lamps. 



8 The foolish ones said to the wise, `Give us some of your oil; our lamps are going out.' 9 " `No,' they replied, 
`there may not be enough for both us and you. Instead, go to those who sell oil and buy some for yourselves.' 10 
"But while they were on their way to buy the oil, the bridegroom arrived. The virgins who were ready went in 
with him to the wedding banquet. And the door was shut. 11 "Later the others also came. `Sir! Sir!' they said. 
`Open the door for us!' 12 "But he replied, `I tell you the truth, I don't know you.' 13 "Therefore keep watch, 
because you do not know the day or the hour. 
 
Romans 13:12-14 The night is nearly over; the day is almost here. So let us put aside the deeds of darkness and 
put on the armor of light. 13 Let us behave decently, as in the daytime, not in orgies and drunkenness, not in 
sexual immorality and debauchery, not in dissension and jealousy. 14 Rather, clothe yourselves with the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and do not think about how to gratify the desires of the sinful nature. 
 
1Thessalonians 5:4-8 But you, brothers, are not in darkness so that this day should surprise you like a thief. 5 
You are all sons of the light and sons of the day. We do not belong to the night or to the darkness. 6 So then, let 
us not be like others, who are asleep, but let us be alert and self-controlled. 7 For those who sleep, sleep at 
night, and those who get drunk, get drunk at night. 8 But since we belong to the day, let us be self-controlled, 
putting on faith and love as a breastplate, and the hope of salvation as a helmet.  
 
Lesson 8 
John 10:1-10 "I tell you the truth, the man who does not enter the sheep pen by the gate, but climbs in by some 
other way, is a thief and a robber. 2 The man who enters by the gate is the shepherd of his sheep. 3 The 
watchman opens the gate for him, and the sheep listen to his voice. He calls his own sheep by name and leads 
them out. 4 When he has brought out all his own, he goes on ahead of them, and his sheep follow him because 
they know his voice. 5 But they will never follow a stranger; in fact, they will run away from him because they 
do not recognize a stranger's voice." 6 Jesus used this figure of speech, but they did not understand what he was 
telling them. 7 Therefore Jesus said again, "I tell you the truth, I am the gate for the sheep. 8 All who ever came 
before me were thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not listen to them. 9 I am the gate; whoever enters 
through me will be saved. He will come in and go out, and find pasture. 10 The thief comes only to steal and 
kill and destroy; I have come that they may have life, and have it to the full. 
 
Romans 8:1 Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus… 
 
Romans 8:35-39 Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall trouble or hardship or persecution or 
famine or nakedness or danger or sword? 36 As it is written: "For your sake we face death all day long; we are 
considered as sheep to be slaughtered." 37 No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who 
loved us. 38 For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor 
the future, nor any powers, 39 neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate 
us from the love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord. 
 
1 Corinthians 10:13 No temptation has seized you except what is common to man. And God is faithful; he will 
not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so 
that you can stand up under it. 
 
Exodus 12:21-23 Then Moses summoned all the elders of Israel and said to them, "Go at once and select the 
animals for your families and slaughter the Passover lamb. 22 Take a bunch of hyssop, dip it into the blood in 
the basin and put some of the blood on the top and on both sides of the doorframe. Not one of you shall go out 
the door of his house until morning. 23 When the LORD goes through the land to strike down the Egyptians, he 
will see the blood on the top and sides of the doorframe and will pass over that doorway, and he will not permit 
the destroyer to enter your houses and strike you down. 
 



Psalm 118:19-21 Open for me the gates of righteousness; I will enter and give thanks to the LORD. 20 This is 
the gate of the LORD through which the righteous may enter. 21 I will give you thanks, for you answered me; 
you have become my salvation. 
 
Matthew 7:7-8 "Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to 
you. 8 For everyone who asks receives; he who seeks finds; and to him who knocks, the door will be opened. 
 
Matthew 7:13-14 "Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to 
destruction, and many enter through it. 14 But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a 
few find it. 
 
2 Corinthians 1:8-11 We do not want you to be uninformed, brothers, about the hardships we suffered in the 
province of Asia. We were under great pressure, far beyond our ability to endure, so that we despaired even of 
life. 9 Indeed, in our hearts we felt the sentence of death. But this happened that we might not rely on ourselves 
but on God, who raises the dead. 10 He has delivered us from such a deadly peril, and he will deliver us. On 
him we have set our hope that he will continue to deliver us, 11 as you help us by your prayers. Then many will 
give thanks on our behalf for the gracious favor granted us in answer to the prayers of many. 
 
James 1:2-4 Consider it pure joy, my brothers, whenever you face trials of many kinds, 3 because you know 
that the testing of your faith develops perseverance. 4 Perseverance must finish its work so that you may be 
mature and complete, not lacking anything. 
 
2 Peter 1:3-4 His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness through our knowledge 
of him who called us by his own glory and goodness. 4 Through these he has given us his very great and 
precious promises, so that through them you may participate in the divine nature and escape the corruption in 
the world caused by evil desires. 
 
Romans 12:4-8  Just as each of us has one body with many members, and these members do not all have the 
same function, 5 so in Christ we who are many form one body, and each member belongs to all the others. 6 We 
have different gifts, according to the grace given us. If a man's gift is prophesying, let him use it in proportion to 
his faith. 7 If it is serving, let him serve; if it is teaching, let him teach; 8 if it is encouraging, let him encourage; 
if it is contributing to the needs of others, let him give generously; if it is leadership, let him govern diligently; if 
it is showing mercy, let him do it cheerfully. 
 
Ephesians 2:19-22 Consequently, you are no longer foreigners and aliens, but fellow citizens with God's people 
and members of God's household, 20 built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, with Christ Jesus 
himself as the chief cornerstone. 21 In him the whole building is joined together and rises to become a holy 
temple in the Lord. 22 And in him you too are being built together to become a dwelling in which God lives by 
his Spirit. 
 
Ephesians 4:11-16 It was he who gave some to be apostles, some to be prophets, some to be evangelists, and 
some to be pastors and teachers, 12 to prepare God's people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may 
be built up 13 until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, 
attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ. 14 Then we will no longer be infants, tossed back and 
forth by the waves, and blown here and there by every wind of teaching and by the cunning and craftiness of 
men in their deceitful scheming. 15 Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will in all things grow up into him 
who is the Head, that is, Christ. 16 From him the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting 
ligament, grows and builds itself up in love, as each part does its work. 
 
Romans 15:5-7 May the God who gives endurance and encouragement give you a spirit of unity among 
yourselves as you follow Christ Jesus, 6 so that with one heart and mouth you may glorify the God and Father 



of our Lord Jesus Christ. 7 Accept one another, then, just as Christ accepted you, in order to bring praise to 
God. 
 
Ephesians 4:1-6 As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have 
received. 2 Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love. 3 Make every effort 
to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace. 4 There is one body and one Spirit-- just as you were 
called to one hope when you were called-- 5 one Lord, one faith, one baptism; 6 one God and Father of all, who 
is over all and through all and in all. 
 
Colossians 4:2-6 Devote yourselves to prayer, being watchful and thankful. 3 And pray for us, too, that God 
may open a door for our message, so that we may proclaim the mystery of Christ, for which I am in chains. 4 
Pray that I may proclaim it clearly, as I should. 5 Be wise in the way you act toward outsiders; make the most of 
every opportunity. 6 Let your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may know 
how to answer everyone. 
 
Hebrews 10:23-25 Let us hold unswervingly to the hope we profess, for he who promised is faithful. 24 And 
let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds. 25 Let us not give up meeting 
together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another--and all the more as you see the 
Day approaching. 
 
Lesson 9 
John 10:11-30 "I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. 12 The hired hand 
is not the shepherd who owns the sheep. So when he sees the wolf coming, he abandons the sheep and runs 
away. Then the wolf attacks the flock and scatters it. 13 The man runs away because he is a hired hand and 
cares nothing for the sheep. 14 "I am the good shepherd; I know my sheep and my sheep know me-- 15 just as 
the Father knows me and I know the Father--and I lay down my life for the sheep. 16 I have other sheep that are 
not of this sheep pen. I must bring them also. They too will listen to my voice, and there shall be one flock and 
one shepherd. 17 The reason my Father loves me is that I lay down my life--only to take it up again. 18 No one 
takes it from me, but I lay it down of my own accord. I have authority to lay it down and authority to take it up 
again. This command I received from my Father." 19 At these words the Jews were again divided. 20 Many of 
them said, "He is demon-possessed and raving mad. Why listen to him?" 21 But others said, "These are not the 
sayings of a man possessed by a demon. Can a demon open the eyes of the blind?" 22 Then came the Feast of 
Dedication at Jerusalem. It was winter, 23 and Jesus was in the temple area walking in Solomon's Colonnade. 
24 The Jews gathered around him, saying, "How long will you keep us in suspense? If you are the Christ, tell us 
plainly." 25 Jesus answered, "I did tell you, but you do not believe. The miracles I do in my Father's name speak 
for me, 26 but you do not believe because you are not my sheep. 27 My sheep listen to my voice; I know them, 
and they follow me. 28 I give them eternal life, and they shall never perish; no one can snatch them out of my 
hand. 29 My Father, who has given them to me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father's 
hand. 30 I and the Father are one." 
 
Isaiah 56:10-11 Israel's watchmen are blind, they all lack knowledge; they are all mute dogs, they cannot bark; 
they lie around and dream, they love to sleep. 11 They are dogs with mighty appetites; they never have enough.  
They are shepherds who lack understanding; they all turn to their own way, each seeks his own gain. 
 
Jeremiah 10:21 The shepherds are senseless and do not inquire of the LORD; so they do not prosper and all 
their flock is scattered. 
 
Ezekiel 34:1-6 The word of the LORD came to me: 2 "Son of man, prophesy against the shepherds of Israel; 
prophesy and say to them: `This is what the Sovereign LORD says: Woe to the shepherds of Israel who only 
take care of themselves! Should not shepherds take care of the flock? 3 You eat the curds, clothe yourselves 
with the wool and slaughter the choice animals, but you do not take care of the flock. 4 You have not 
strengthened the weak or healed the sick or bound up the injured. You have not brought back the strays or 



searched for the lost. You have ruled them harshly and brutally. 5 So they were scattered because there was no 
shepherd, and when they were scattered they became food for all the wild animals. 6 My sheep wandered over 
all the mountains and on every high hill. They were scattered over the whole earth, and no one searched or 
looked for them. 
 
Isaiah 40:10-11 See, the Sovereign LORD comes with power, and his arm rules for him. See, his reward is with 
him, and his recompense accompanies him. 11 He tends his flock like a shepherd: He gathers the lambs in his 
arms and carries them close to his heart; he gently leads those that have young. 
 
Ezekiel 34:7-16, 22-24 " `Therefore, you shepherds, hear the word of the LORD: 8 As surely as I live, declares 
the Sovereign LORD, because my flock lacks a shepherd and so has been plundered and has become food for 
all the wild animals, and because my shepherds did not search for my flock but cared for themselves rather than 
for my flock, 9 therefore, O shepherds, hear the word of the LORD: 10 This is what the Sovereign LORD says: 
I am against the shepherds and will hold them accountable for my flock. I will remove them from tending the 
flock so that the shepherds can no longer feed themselves. I will rescue my flock from their mouths, and it will 
no longer be food for them. 11 " `For this is what the Sovereign LORD says: I myself will search for my sheep 
and look after them. 12 As a shepherd looks after his scattered flock when he is with them, so will I look after 
my sheep. I will rescue them from all the places where they were scattered on a day of clouds and darkness. 13 I 
will bring them out from the nations and gather them from the countries, and I will bring them into their own 
land. I will pasture them on the mountains of Israel, in the ravines and in all the settlements in the land. 14 I will 
tend them in a good pasture, and the mountain heights of Israel will be their grazing land. There they will lie 
down in good grazing land, and there they will feed in a rich pasture on the mountains of Israel. 15 I myself will 
tend my sheep and have them lie down, declares the Sovereign LORD. 16 I will search for the lost and bring 
back the strays. I will bind up the injured and strengthen the weak, but the sleek and the strong I will destroy. I 
will shepherd the flock with justice. 
22-24 I will save my flock, and they will no longer be plundered. I will judge between one sheep and another. 
23 I will place over them one shepherd, my servant David, and he will tend them; he will tend them and be their 
shepherd. 24 I the LORD will be their God, and my servant David will be prince among them. I the LORD have 
spoken. 
 
Zechariah 10:3-4 "My anger burns against the shepherds, and I will punish the leaders; for the LORD 
Almighty will care for his flock, the house of Judah, and make them like a proud horse in battle. 4 From Judah 
will come the cornerstone, from him the tent peg, from him the battle bow, from him every ruler. 
 
Romans 5:6-8 You see, at just the right time, when we were still powerless, Christ died for the ungodly. 7 Very 
rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, though for a good man someone might possibly dare to die. 8 But 
God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 
 
Ephesians 5:1-2 Be imitators of God, therefore, as dearly loved children 2 and live a life of love, just as Christ 
loved us and gave himself up for us as a fragrant offering and sacrifice to God. 
 
1 Peter 2:24-25 He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for 
righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. 25 For you were like sheep going astray, but now you have 
returned to the Shepherd and Overseer of your souls. 
 
Psalm 23 The LORD is my shepherd, I shall not be in want. 2 He makes me lie down in green pastures, he 
leads me beside quiet waters, 3 he restores my soul. He guides me in paths of righteousness for his name's sake. 
4 Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil, for you are with me; your 
rod and your staff, they comfort me. 5 You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies. You anoint 
my head with oil; my cup overflows. 6 Surely goodness and love will follow me all the days of my life, and I 
will dwell in the house of the LORD forever. 
 



Psalm 33:13-15 From heaven the LORD looks down and sees all mankind; 14 from his dwelling place he 
watches all who live on earth--15 he who forms the hearts of all, who considers everything they do. 
 
Psalm 139:1-8, 13 O LORD, you have searched me and you know me. 2 You know when I sit and when I rise; 
you perceive my thoughts from afar. 3 You discern my going out and my lying down; you are familiar with all 
my ways. 4 Before a word is on my tongue you know it completely, O LORD. 5 You hem me in--behind and 
before; you have laid your hand upon me. 6 Such knowledge is too wonderful for me, too lofty for me to attain. 
7 Where can I go from your Spirit? Where can I flee from your presence? 8 If I go up to the heavens, you are 
there; if I make my bed in the depths, you are there.  
13 For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother's womb. 
 
Isaiah 49:16 See, I have engraved you on the palms of my hands; your walls are ever before me. 
 
Luke 12:6-7 Are not five sparrows sold for two pennies? Yet not one of them is forgotten by God. 7 Indeed, the 
very hairs of your head are all numbered. Don't be afraid; you are worth more than many sparrows. 
 
Psalm 46:10a "Be still, and know that I am God… 
 
Proverbs 4:20-22 My son, pay attention to what I say; listen closely to my words. 21 Do not let them out of 
your sight, keep them within your heart; 22 for they are life to those who find them and health to a man's whole 
body. 
 
Jeremiah 29:13 You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart. 
 
Ephesians 1:17-19a I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the 
Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better. 18 I pray also that the eyes of your heart may 
be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious 
inheritance in the saints, 19 and his incomparably great power for us who believe. 
 
Lesson 10 
Luke 22:24-30 Also a dispute arose among them as to which of them was considered to be greatest. 25 Jesus 
said to them, "The kings of the Gentiles lord it over them; and those who exercise authority over them call 
themselves Benefactors. 26 But you are not to be like that. Instead, the greatest among you should be like the 
youngest, and the one who rules like the one who serves. 27 For who is greater, the one who is at the table or 
the one who serves? Is it not the one who is at the table? But I am among you as one who serves. 28 You are 
those who have stood by me in my trials. 29 And I confer on you a kingdom, just as my Father conferred one on 
me, 30 so that you may eat and drink at my table in my kingdom and sit on thrones, judging the twelve tribes of 
Israel. 
 
John 13:1-11 It was just before the Passover Feast. Jesus knew that the time had come for him to leave this 
world and go to the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world, he now showed them the full extent of 
his love. 2 The evening meal was being served, and the devil had already prompted Judas Iscariot, son of 
Simon, to betray Jesus. 3 Jesus knew that the Father had put all things under his power, and that he had come 
from God and was returning to God; 4 so he got up from the meal, took off his outer clothing, and wrapped a 
towel around his waist. 5 After that, he poured water into a basin and began to wash his disciples' feet, drying 
them with the towel that was wrapped around him. 6 He came to Simon Peter, who said to him, "Lord, are you 
going to wash my feet?" 7 Jesus replied, "You do not realize now what I am doing, but later you will 
understand." 8 "No," said Peter, "you shall never wash my feet." Jesus answered, "Unless I wash you, you have 
no part with me." 9 "Then, Lord," Simon Peter replied, "not just my feet but my hands and my head as well!" 10 
Jesus answered, "A person who has had a bath needs only to wash his feet; his whole body is clean. And you 
are clean, though not every one of you." 11 For he knew who was going to betray him, and that was why he said 
not every one was clean.  



 
Luke 12:35-37 "Be dressed ready for service and keep your lamps burning, 36 like men waiting for their master 
to return from a wedding banquet, so that when he comes and knocks they can immediately open the door for 
him. 37 It will be good for those servants whose master finds them watching when he comes. I tell you the truth, 
he will dress himself to serve, will have them recline at the table and will come and wait on them. 
 
John 12:26 Whoever serves me must follow me; and where I am, my servant also will be. My Father will honor 
the one who serves me. 
 
Philippians 2:3-5 Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than 
yourselves. 4 Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others.  5 Your 
attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: 
 
Colossians 3:22-24 Slaves, obey your earthly masters in everything; and do it, not only when their eye is on 
you and to win their favor, but with sincerity of heart and reverence for the Lord. 23 Whatever you do, work at 
it with all your heart, as working for the Lord, not for men, 24 since you know that you will receive an 
inheritance from the Lord as a reward. It is the Lord Christ you are serving. 
 
2 Timothy 2:24 And the Lord's servant must not quarrel; instead, he must be kind to everyone, able to teach, 
not resentful. 
 
1 Peter 2:13-22 Submit yourselves for the Lord's sake to every authority instituted among men: whether to the 
king, as the supreme authority, 14 or to governors, who are sent by him to punish those who do wrong and to 
commend those who do right. 15 For it is God's will that by doing good you should silence the ignorant talk of 
foolish men. 16 Live as free men, but do not use your freedom as a cover-up for evil; live as servants of God. 17 
Show proper respect to everyone: Love the brotherhood of believers, fear God, honor the king. 18 Slaves, 
submit yourselves to your masters with all respect, not only to those who are good and considerate, but also to 
those who are harsh. 19 For it is commendable if a man bears up under the pain of unjust suffering because he is 
conscious of God. 20 But how is it to your credit if you receive a beating for doing wrong and endure it? But if 
you suffer for doing good and you endure it, this is commendable before God. 21 To this you were called, 
because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an example, that you should follow in his steps. 22 "He committed 
no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth." 
 
1 Peter 5:2-4 Be shepherds of God's flock that is under your care, serving as overseers--not because you must, 
but because you are willing, as God wants you to be; not greedy for money, but eager to serve; 3 not lording it 
over those entrusted to you, but being examples to the flock. 4 And when the Chief Shepherd appears, you will 
receive the crown of glory that will never fade away. 
 
2 Corinthians 9:12b This service that you perform is not only supplying the needs of God's people but is also 
overflowing in many expressions of thanks to God. 
 
1 Thessalonians 1:3 We continually remember before our God and Father your work produced by faith, your 
labor prompted by love, and your endurance inspired by hope in our Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
2 Corinthians 9:1-2 There is no need for me to write to you about this service to the saints. 2 For I know your 
eagerness to help, and I have been boasting about it to the Macedonians, telling them that since last year you in 
Achaia were ready to give; and your enthusiasm has stirred most of them to action. 
 
2 Corinthians 9:6-7 Remember this: Whoever sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and whoever sows 
generously will also reap generously. 7 Each man should give what he has decided in his heart to give, not 
reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. 
 



2 Corinthians 9:12-14 This service that you perform is not only supplying the needs of God's people but is also 
overflowing in many expressions of thanks to God. 13 Because of the service by which you have proved 
yourselves, men will praise God for the obedience that accompanies your confession of the gospel of Christ, 
and for your generosity in sharing with them and with everyone else. 14 And in their prayers for you their hearts 
will go out to you, because of the surpassing grace God has given you. 
 
Hebrews 13:16 And do not forget to do good and to share with others, for with such sacrifices God is pleased. 
 
1 Corinthians 3:5-15 What, after all, is Apollos? And what is Paul? Only servants, through whom you came to 
believe--as the Lord has assigned to each his task. 6 I planted the seed, Apollos watered it, but God made it 
grow. 7 So neither he who plants nor he who waters is anything, but only God, who makes things grow. 8 The 
man who plants and the man who waters have one purpose, and each will be rewarded according to his own 
labor. 9 For we are God's fellow workers; you are God's field, God's building. 10 By the grace God has given 
me, I laid a foundation as an expert builder, and someone else is building on it. But each one should be careful 
how he builds. 11 For no one can lay any foundation other than the one already laid, which is Jesus Christ. 12 If 
any man builds on this foundation using gold, silver, costly stones, wood, hay or straw, 13 his work will be 
shown for what it is, because the Day will bring it to light. It will be revealed with fire, and the fire will test the 
quality of each man's work. 14 If what he has built survives, he will receive his reward. 15 If it is burned up, he 
will suffer loss; he himself will be saved, but only as one escaping through the flames. 
 
1 Corinthians 15:58 Therefore, my dear brothers, stand firm. Let nothing move you. Always give yourselves 
fully to the work of the Lord, because you know that your labor in the Lord is not in vain. 
 
2 Corinthians 9:8 And God is able to make all grace abound to you, so that in all things at all times, having all 
that you need, you will abound in every good work. 
 
Philippians 4:13 I can do everything through him who gives me strength. 
 
Lesson 11 
John 13:12-17 When he had finished washing their feet, he put on his clothes and returned to his place. "Do 
you understand what I have done for you?" he asked them. 13 "You call me `Teacher' and `Lord,' and rightly so, 
for that is what I am. 14 Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you also should wash one 
another's feet. 15 I have set you an example that you should do as I have done for you. 16 I tell you the truth, no 
servant is greater than his master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. 17 Now that you know 
these things, you will be blessed if you do them. 
 
Matthew 7:28-29 When Jesus had finished saying these things, the crowds were amazed at his teaching, 29 
because he taught as one who had authority, and not as their teachers of the law. 
 
Matthew 22:16 They sent their disciples to him along with the Herodians. "Teacher," they said, "we know you 
are a man of integrity and that you teach the way of God in accordance with the truth. You aren't swayed by 
men, because you pay no attention to who they are.  
 
Luke 24:27, 45 And beginning with Moses and all the Prophets, he explained to them what was said in all the 
Scriptures concerning himself.  45 Then he opened their minds so they could understand the Scriptures. 
 
John 3:1-2 Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a member of the Jewish ruling council. 2 
He came to Jesus at night and said, "Rabbi, we know you are a teacher who has come from God. For no one 
could perform the miraculous signs you are doing if God were not with him." 
 



Matthew 16:24-25 Then Jesus said to his disciples, "If anyone would come after me, he must deny himself and 
take up his cross and follow me. 25 For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for 
me will find it. 
 
Matthew 28:19-20 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and 
of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely 
I am with you always, to the very end of the age." 
 
John 13:34 "A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one 
another. 
 
Luke 6:40 A student is not above his teacher, but everyone who is fully trained will be like his teacher. 
 
John 8:31 To the Jews who had believed him, Jesus said, "If you hold to my teaching, you are really my 
disciples. 
 
John 13:35 By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another." 
 
John 15:8 This is to my Father's glory, that you bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples. 
 
Philippians 2:9-11 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name that is above every 
name, 10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and 
every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father. 
 
Colossians 1:15-18 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 16 For by him all things 
were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or 
authorities; all things were created by him and for him. 17 He is before all things, and in him all things hold 
together. 18 And he is the head of the body, the church; he is the beginning and the firstborn from among the 
dead, so that in everything he might have the supremacy. 
 
Romans 14:7-8 For none of us lives to himself alone and none of us dies to himself alone. 8 If we live, we live 
to the Lord; and if we die, we die to the Lord. So, whether we live or die, we belong to the Lord. 
 
Colossians 2:6-7 So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him, 7 rooted and built 
up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness. 
 
1 Peter 3:15a But in your hearts set apart Christ as Lord. 
 
Luke 6:46-49 "Why do you call me, `Lord, Lord,' and do not do what I say? 47 I will show you what he is like 
who comes to me and hears my words and puts them into practice. 48 He is like a man building a house, who 
dug down deep and laid the foundation on rock. When a flood came, the torrent struck that house but could not 
shake it, because it was well built. 49 But the one who hears my words and does not put them into practice is 
like a man who built a house on the ground without a foundation. The moment the torrent struck that house, it 
collapsed and its destruction was complete." 
 
Lesson 12 
John 11:1-44 Now a man named Lazarus was sick. He was from Bethany, the village of Mary and her sister 
Martha. 2 This Mary, whose brother Lazarus now lay sick, was the same one who poured perfume on the Lord 
and wiped his feet with her hair. 3 So the sisters sent word to Jesus, "Lord, the one you love is sick." 4 When he 
heard this, Jesus said, "This sickness will not end in death. No, it is for God's glory so that God's Son may be 
glorified through it." 5 Jesus loved Martha and her sister and Lazarus. 6 Yet when he heard that Lazarus was 
sick, he stayed where he was two more days. 7 Then he said to his disciples, "Let us go back to Judea."  8 "But 



Rabbi," they said, "a short while ago the Jews tried to stone you, and yet you are going back there?" 9 Jesus 
answered, "Are there not twelve hours of daylight? A man who walks by day will not stumble, for he sees by 
this world's light. 10 It is when he walks by night that he stumbles, for he has no light." 11 After he had said 
this, he went on to tell them, "Our friend Lazarus has fallen asleep; but I am going there to wake him up."  12 
His disciples replied, "Lord, if he sleeps, he will get better." 13 Jesus had been speaking of his death, but his 
disciples thought he meant natural sleep. 14 So then he told them plainly, "Lazarus is dead, 15 and for your sake 
I am glad I was not there, so that you may believe. But let us go to him." 16 Then Thomas (called Didymus) 
said to the rest of the disciples, "Let us also go, that we may die with him." 17 On his arrival, Jesus found that 
Lazarus had already been in the tomb for four days. 18 Bethany was less than two miles from Jerusalem, 19 and 
many Jews had come to Martha and Mary to comfort them in the loss of their brother. 20 When Martha heard 
that Jesus was coming, she went out to meet him, but Mary stayed at home.  21 "Lord," Martha said to Jesus, "if 
you had been here, my brother would not have died. 22 But I know that even now God will give you whatever 
you ask."  23 Jesus said to her, "Your brother will rise again." 24 Martha answered, "I know he will rise again in 
the resurrection at the last day."  25 Jesus said to her, "I am the resurrection and the life. He who believes in me 
will live, even though he dies; 26 and whoever lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe this?"  27 
"Yes, Lord," she told him, "I believe that you are the Christ, the Son of God, who was to come into the world." 
28 And after she had said this, she went back and called her sister Mary aside. "The Teacher is here," she said, 
"and is asking for you." 29 When Mary heard this, she got up quickly and went to him. 30 Now Jesus had not 
yet entered the village, but was still at the place where Martha had met him. 31 When the Jews who had been 
with Mary in the house, comforting her, noticed how quickly she got up and went out, they followed her, 
supposing she was going to the tomb to mourn there. 32 When Mary reached the place where Jesus was and 
saw him, she fell at his feet and said, "Lord, if you had been here, my brother would not have died." 33 When 
Jesus saw her weeping, and the Jews who had come along with her also weeping, he was deeply moved in spirit 
and troubled. 34 "Where have you laid him?" he asked. "Come and see, Lord," they replied. 35 Jesus wept. 36 
Then the Jews said, "See how he loved him!" 37 But some of them said, "Could not he who opened the eyes of 
the blind man have kept this man from dying?" 38 Jesus, once more deeply moved, came to the tomb. It was a 
cave with a stone laid across the entrance. 39 "Take away the stone," he said.  "But, Lord," said Martha, the 
sister of the dead man, "by this time there is a bad odor, for he has been there four days."  40 Then Jesus said, 
"Did I not tell you that if you believed, you would see the glory of God?" 41 So they took away the stone. Then 
Jesus looked up and said, "Father, I thank you that you have heard me. 42 I knew that you always hear me, but I 
said this for the benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent me." 43 When he had 
said this, Jesus called in a loud voice, "Lazarus, come out!" 44 The dead man came out, his hands and feet 
wrapped with strips of linen, and a cloth around his face. Jesus said to them, "Take off the grave clothes and let 
him go." 
 
Job 19:25 I know that my Redeemer lives, and that in the end he will stand upon the earth. 
 
Psalm 49:15 But God will redeem my life from the grave; he will surely take me to himself. 
 
Daniel 12:2-3 Multitudes who sleep in the dust of the earth will awake: some to everlasting life, others to 
shame and everlasting contempt. 3 Those who are wise will shine like the brightness of the heavens, and those 
who lead many to righteousness, like the stars for ever and ever. 
 
Matthew 20:17-19 Now as Jesus was going up to Jerusalem, he took the twelve disciples aside and said to 
them, 18 "We are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be betrayed to the chief priests and the 
teachers of the law. They will condemn him to death 19 and will turn him over to the Gentiles to be mocked and 
flogged and crucified. On the third day he will be raised to life!" 
 
Luke 24:1-8 On the first day of the week, very early in the morning, the women took the spices they had 
prepared and went to the tomb. 2 They found the stone rolled away from the tomb, 3 but when they entered, 
they did not find the body of the Lord Jesus. 4 While they were wondering about this, suddenly two men in 
clothes that gleamed like lightning stood beside them. 5 In their fright the women bowed down with their faces 



to the ground, but the men said to them, "Why do you look for the living among the dead? 6 He is not here; he 
has risen! Remember how he told you, while he was still with you in Galilee: 7 `The Son of Man must be 
delivered into the hands of sinful men, be crucified and on the third day be raised again.' " 8 Then they 
remembered his words. 
 
1 Corinthians 15:3-8 For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins 
according to the Scriptures, 4 that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the Scriptures, 
5 and that he appeared to Peter, and then to the Twelve. 6 After that, he appeared to more than five hundred of 
the brothers at the same time, most of whom are still living, though some have fallen asleep. 7 Then he 
appeared to James, then to all the apostles, 8 and last of all he appeared to me also, as to one abnormally born. 
 
1 Corinthians 15:12-19 But if it is preached that Christ has been raised from the dead, how can some of you 
say that there is no resurrection of the dead? 13 If there is no resurrection of the dead, then not even Christ has 
been raised. 14 And if Christ has not been raised, our preaching is useless and so is your faith. 15 More than 
that, we are then found to be false witnesses about God, for we have testified about God that he raised Christ 
from the dead. But he did not raise him if in fact the dead are not raised. 16 For if the dead are not raised, then 
Christ has not been raised either. 17 And if Christ has not been raised, your faith is futile; you are still in your 
sins. 18 Then those also who have fallen asleep in Christ are lost. 19 If only for this life we have hope in Christ, 
we are to be pitied more than all men. 
 
Revelation 1:17-18 When I saw him, I fell at his feet as though dead. Then he placed his right hand on me and 
said: "Do not be afraid. I am the First and the Last. 18 I am the Living One; I was dead, and behold I am alive 
for ever and ever! And I hold the keys of death and Hades. 
 
John 14:2 In my Father's house are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have told you. I am going there to 
prepare a place for you. 
 
Acts 10:42-43 He commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the one whom God appointed 
as judge of the living and the dead. 43 All the prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him 
receives forgiveness of sins through his name." 
 
Ephesians 1:19b-23 …That power is like the working of his mighty strength, 20 which he exerted in Christ 
when he raised him from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly realms, 21 far above all rule 
and authority, power and dominion, and every title that can be given, not only in the present age but also in the 
one to come. 22And God placed all things under his feet and appointed him to be head over everything for the 
church, 23 which is his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way. 
 
Hebrews 7:23-25 Now there have been many of those priests, since death prevented them from continuing in 
office; 24 but because Jesus lives forever, he has a permanent priesthood. 25 Therefore he is able to save 
completely those who come to God through him, because he always lives to intercede for them. 
 
1 Corinthians 15:55-57 "Where, O death, is your victory?  Where, O death, is your sting?" 56 The sting of 
death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. 57 But thanks be to God! He gives us the victory through our Lord 
Jesus Christ. 
 
Revelation 21:3-5 And I heard a loud voice from the throne saying, "Now the dwelling of God is with men, and 
he will live with them. They will be his people, and God himself will be with them and be their God. 4 He will 
wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of 
things has passed away."  5 He who was seated on the throne said, "I am making everything new!" Then he 
said, "Write this down, for these words are trustworthy and true." 
 



1 Corinthians 15:42-44, 51-52 So will it be with the resurrection of the dead. The body that is sown is 
perishable, it is raised imperishable; 43 it is sown in dishonor, it is raised in glory; it is sown in weakness, it is 
raised in power; 44 it is sown a natural body, it is raised a spiritual body. If there is a natural body, there is also 
a spiritual body. 51-52 Listen, I tell you a mystery: We will not all sleep, but we will all be changed-- 52 in a 
flash, in the twinkling of an eye, at the last trumpet. For the trumpet will sound, the dead will be raised 
imperishable, and we will be changed. 
 
John 3:1-6, 16-18 Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a member of the Jewish ruling 
council. 2 He came to Jesus at night and said, "Rabbi, we know you are a teacher who has come from God. For 
no one could perform the miraculous signs you are doing if God were not with him."  3 In reply Jesus declared, 
"I tell you the truth, no one can see the kingdom of God unless he is born again. " 4 "How can a man be born 
when he is old?" Nicodemus asked. "Surely he cannot enter a second time into his mother's womb to be born!" 
5 Jesus answered, "I tell you the truth, no one can enter the kingdom of God unless he is born of water and the 
Spirit. 6 Flesh gives birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit.  16-18 "For God so loved the world that he 
gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. 17 For God did 
not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through him. 18 Whoever believes 
in him is not condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because he has not believed 
in the name of God's one and only Son. 
 
Romans 10:9-11 That if you confess with your mouth, "Jesus is Lord," and believe in your heart that God 
raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 10 For it is with your heart that you believe and are justified, and it 
is with your mouth that you confess and are saved. 11 As the Scripture says, "Anyone who trusts in him will 
never be put to shame." 
 
Ephesians 2:4-5 But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich in mercy, 5 made us alive with Christ 
even when we were dead in transgressions--it is by grace you have been saved. 
 
1 Peter 1:3-5 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new 
birth into a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 4 and into an inheritance that can 
never perish, spoil or fade--kept in heaven for you, 5 who through faith are shielded by God's power until the 
coming of the salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last time. 
 
Romans 6:1-14 What shall we say, then? Shall we go on sinning so that grace may increase? 2 By no means! 
We died to sin; how can we live in it any longer? 3 Or don't you know that all of us who were baptized into 
Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? 4 We were therefore buried with him through baptism into death in 
order that, just as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, we too may live a new life. 5 
If we have been united with him like this in his death, we will certainly also be united with him in his 
resurrection. 6 For we know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be done away 
with, that we should no longer be slaves to sin-- 7 because anyone who has died has been freed from sin. 8 Now 
if we died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. 9 For we know that since Christ was raised 
from the dead, he cannot die again; death no longer has mastery over him. 10 The death he died, he died to sin 
once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. 11 In the same way, count yourselves dead to sin but alive to 
God in Christ Jesus. 12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal body so that you obey its evil desires. 13 
Do not offer the parts of your body to sin, as instruments of wickedness, but rather offer yourselves to God, as 
those who have been brought from death to life; and offer the parts of your body to him as instruments of 
righteousness. 14 For sin shall not be your master, because you are not under law, but under grace. 
 
Lesson 13 
Matthew 11:25-30 At that time Jesus said, "I praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because you have 
hidden these things from the wise and learned, and revealed them to little children. 26 Yes, Father, for this was 
your good pleasure. 27 "All things have been committed to me by my Father. No one knows the Son except the 
Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son and those to whom the Son chooses to reveal him. 28 



"Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you and 
learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. 30 For my yoke is easy 
and my burden is light." 
 
Philippians 2:6-8 Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, 
7 but made himself nothing, taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness. 8 And being 
found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself and became obedient to death--even death on a cross! 
 
1 Peter 2:21-23 To this you were called, because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an example, that you 
should follow in his steps. 22 "He committed no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth." 23 When they 
hurled their insults at him, he did not retaliate; when he suffered, he made no threats. Instead, he entrusted 
himself to him who judges justly. 
 
Ephesians 4:1-3 As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have 
received. 2 Be completely humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love. 3 Make every effort 
to keep the unity of the Spirit through the bond of peace. 
 
Colossians 3:12-15 Therefore, as God's chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe yourselves with 
compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience. 13 Bear with each other and forgive whatever 
grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. 14 And over all these virtues 
put on love, which binds them all together in perfect unity.  15 Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts, since 
as members of one body you were called to peace. And be thankful. 
 
2 Timothy 2:23-26 Don't have anything to do with foolish and stupid arguments, because you know they 
produce quarrels. 24 And the Lord's servant must not quarrel; instead, he must be kind to everyone, able to 
teach, not resentful. 25 Those who oppose him he must gently instruct, in the hope that God will grant them 
repentance leading them to a knowledge of the truth, 26 and that they will come to their senses and escape from 
the trap of the devil, who has taken them captive to do his will. 
 
Galatians 5:22-23 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 
gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law. 
 
Proverbs 15:1 A gentle answer turns away wrath, but a harsh word stirs up anger. 
 
Matthew 5:5 Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth. 
 
Psalm 19:7-11 The law of the LORD is perfect, reviving the soul. The statutes of the LORD are trustworthy,     
making wise the simple. 8 The precepts of the LORD are right, giving joy to the heart. The commands of the 
LORD are radiant, giving light to the eyes.  9 The fear of the LORD is pure, enduring forever. The ordinances 
of the LORD are sure and altogether righteous. 10 They are more precious than gold, than much pure gold;   
they are sweeter than honey, than honey from the comb. 11 By them is your servant warned; in keeping them 
there is great reward. 
 
Jeremiah 6:16 This is what the LORD says: "Stand at the crossroads and look; ask for the ancient paths, ask 
where the good way is, and walk in it, and you will find rest for your souls. But you said, `We will not walk in 
it.' 
 
Romans 7:7, 12 What shall we say, then? Is the law sin? Certainly not! Indeed I would not have known what 
sin was except through the law. For I would not have known what coveting really was if the law had not said, 
"Do not covet."  12 So then, the law is holy, and the commandment is holy, righteous and good. 
 
1 John 5:3 This is love for God: to obey his commands. And his commands are not burdensome… 



 
Deuteronomy 33:12 About Benjamin he said: "Let the beloved of the LORD rest secure in him, for he shields 
him all day long, and the one the LORD loves rests between his shoulders." 
 
Psalm 62:1-2, 5 My soul finds rest in God alone; my salvation comes from him. 2 He alone is my rock and my 
salvation; he is my fortress, I will never be shaken. 5 Find rest, O my soul, in God alone; my hope comes from 
him. 
 
Exodus 33:12-16 Moses said to the LORD, "You have been telling me, `Lead these people,' but you have not 
let me know whom you will send with me. You have said, `I know you by name and you have found favor with 
me.' 13 If you are pleased with me, teach me your ways so I may know you and continue to find favor with you. 
Remember that this nation is your people." 14 The LORD replied, "My Presence will go with you, and I will 
give you rest." 15 Then Moses said to him, "If your Presence does not go with us, do not send us up from here. 
16 How will anyone know that you are pleased with me and with your people unless you go with us? What else 
will distinguish me and your people from all the other people on the face of the earth?" 
 
Mark 6:30-31 The apostles gathered around Jesus and reported to him all they had done and taught. 31 Then, 
because so many people were coming and going that they did not even have a chance to eat, he said to them, 
"Come with me by yourselves to a quiet place and get some rest." 
 
1 John 3:18-20 Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with actions and in truth. 19 This then is 
how we know that we belong to the truth, and how we set our hearts at rest in his presence 20 whenever our 
hearts condemn us. For God is greater than our hearts, and he knows everything. 
 
Lesson 14 
John 13:33-14:6 "My children, I will be with you only a little longer. You will look for me, and just as I told 
the Jews, so I tell you now: Where I am going, you cannot come. 34 "A new command I give you: Love one 
another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. 35 By this all men will know that you are my 
disciples, if you love one another." 36 Simon Peter asked him, "Lord, where are you going?" Jesus replied, 
"Where I am going, you cannot follow now, but you will follow later." 37 Peter asked, "Lord, why can't I follow 
you now? I will lay down my life for you." :38 Then Jesus answered, "Will you really lay down your life for 
me? I tell you the truth, before the rooster crows, you will disown me three times! 1 "Do not let your hearts be 
troubled. Trust in God; trust also in me. 2 In my Father's house are many rooms; if it were not so, I would have 
told you. I am going there to prepare a place for you. 3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come back 
and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am. 4 You know the way to the place where I am 
going." 5 Thomas said to him, "Lord, we don't know where you are going, so how can we know the way?"  6 
Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. 
 
Genesis 2:15-17 The LORD God took the man and put him in the Garden of Eden to work it and take care of it. 
16 And the LORD God commanded the man, "You are free to eat from any tree in the garden; 17 but you must 
not eat from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, for when you eat of it you will surely die." 
 
Genesis 3:1-8 Now the serpent was more crafty than any of the wild animals the LORD God had made. He said 
to the woman, "Did God really say, `You must not eat from any tree in the garden'?" 2 The woman said to the 
serpent, "We may eat fruit from the trees in the garden, 3 but God did say, `You must not eat fruit from the tree 
that is in the middle of the garden, and you must not touch it, or you will die.' " 4 "You will not surely die," the 
serpent said to the woman. 5 "For God knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you will be 
like God, knowing good and evil." 6 When the woman saw that the fruit of the tree was good for food and 
pleasing to the eye, and also desirable for gaining wisdom, she took some and ate it. She also gave some to her 
husband, who was with her, and he ate it. 7 Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they realized they 
were naked; so they sewed fig leaves together and made coverings for themselves. 8 Then the man and his wife 



heard the sound of the LORD God as he was walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and they hid from the 
LORD God among the trees of the garden. 
 
Genesis 3:9-24 But the LORD God called to the man, "Where are you?" 10 He answered, "I heard you in the 
garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; so I hid." 11 And he said, "Who told you that you were naked? 
Have you eaten from the tree that I commanded you not to eat from?" 12 The man said, "The woman you put 
here with me--she gave me some fruit from the tree, and I ate it." 13 Then the LORD God said to the woman, 
"What is this you have done?" The woman said, "The serpent deceived me, and I ate." 14 So the LORD God 
said to the serpent, "Because you have done this, "Cursed are you above all the livestock and all the wild 
animals! You will crawl on your belly and you will eat dust all the days of your life. 15 And I will put enmity     
between you and the woman, and between your offspring and hers; he will crush your head, and you will strike 
his heel." 16 To the woman he said, "I will greatly increase your pains in childbearing; with pain you will give 
birth to children. Your desire will be for your husband, and he will rule over you." 17 To Adam he said, 
"Because you listened to your wife and ate from the tree about which I commanded you, `You must not eat of 
it,' "Cursed is the ground because of you; through painful toil you will eat of it all the days of your life. 18 It 
will produce thorns and thistles for you, and you will eat the plants of the field. 19 By the sweat of your brow     
you will eat your food until you return to the ground, since from it you were taken; for dust you are and to dust 
you will return." 20 Adam named his wife Eve, because she would become the mother of all the living. 21 The 
LORD God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife and clothed them. 22 And the LORD God said, "The 
man has now become like one of us, knowing good and evil. He must not be allowed to reach out his hand and 
take also from the tree of life and eat, and live forever." 23 So the LORD God banished him from the Garden of 
Eden to work the ground from which he had been taken. 24 After he drove the man out, he placed on the east 
side of the Garden of Eden cherubim and a flaming sword flashing back and forth to guard the way to the tree of 
life. 
 
Hebrews 10:14-22 …because by one sacrifice he has made perfect forever those who are being made holy. 15 
The Holy Spirit also testifies to us about this. First he says: 16 "This is the covenant I will make with them after 
that time, says the Lord. I will put my laws in their hearts, and I will write them on their minds." 17 Then he 
adds:  "Their sins and lawless acts I will remember no more." 18 And where these have been forgiven, there is 
no longer any sacrifice for sin. 19 Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the Most Holy Place 
by the blood of Jesus, 20 by a new and living way opened for us through the curtain, that is, his body, 21 and 
since we have a great priest over the house of God, 22 let us draw near to God with a sincere heart in full 
assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled to cleanse us from a guilty conscience and having our bodies 
washed with pure water. 
 
John 17:3 Now this is eternal life: that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom you 
have sent. 
 
Acts 4:10-12 …then know this, you and all the people of Israel: It is by the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, 
whom you crucified but whom God raised from the dead, that this man stands before you healed. 11 He is " `the 
stone you builders rejected, which has become the capstone. ' 12 Salvation is found in no one else, for there is 
no other name under heaven given to men by which we must be saved." 
 
Matthew 7:13-14 "Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to 
destruction, and many enter through it. 14 But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a 
few find it. 
 
Luke 13:23-30 Someone asked him, "Lord, are only a few people going to be saved?" He said to them, 24 
"Make every effort to enter through the narrow door, because many, I tell you, will try to enter and will not be 
able to. 25 Once the owner of the house gets up and closes the door, you will stand outside knocking and 
pleading, `Sir, open the door for us.' "But he will answer, `I don't know you or where you come from.' 26 "Then 



you will say, `We ate and drank with you, and you taught in our streets.' 27 "But he will reply, `I don't know 
you or where you come from. Away from me, all you evildoers!' 
 
Revelation 21:1-4 Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had passed 
away, and there was no longer any sea. 2 I saw the Holy City, the new Jerusalem, coming down out of heaven 
from God, prepared as a bride beautifully dressed for her husband. 3 And I heard a loud voice from the throne 
saying, "Now the dwelling of God is with men, and he will live with them. They will be his people, and God 
himself will be with them and be their God. 4 He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more 
death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away." 
 
Revelation 21:22-27 I did not see a temple in the city, because the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its 
temple. 23 The city does not need the sun or the moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gives it light, and the 
Lamb is its lamp. 24 The nations will walk by its light, and the kings of the earth will bring their splendor into 
it. 25 On no day will its gates ever be shut, for there will be no night there. 26 The glory and honor of the 
nations will be brought into it. 27 Nothing impure will ever enter it, nor will anyone who does what is shameful 
or deceitful, but only those whose names are written in the Lamb's book of life. 
 
Revelation 22:1-5 Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, as clear as crystal, flowing from the 
throne of God and of the Lamb 2 down the middle of the great street of the city. On each side of the river stood 
the tree of life, bearing twelve crops of fruit, yielding its fruit every month. And the leaves of the tree are for the 
healing of the nations. 3 No longer will there be any curse. The throne of God and of the Lamb will be in the 
city, and his servants will serve him. 4 They will see his face, and his name will be on their foreheads. 5 There 
will be no more night. They will not need the light of a lamp or the light of the sun, for the Lord God will give 
them light. And they will reign for ever and ever. 
 
John 14:27 Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do not let 
your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid. 
 
John 16:33 "I have told you these things, so that in me you may have peace. In this world you will have 
trouble. But take heart! I have overcome the world." 
 
Lesson 15 
John 14:6-7, 15-26 Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except 
through me. 7 If you really knew me, you would know my Father as well. From now on, you do know him and 
have seen him." 
15 "If you love me, you will obey what I command. 16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another 
Counselor to be with you forever-- 17 the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees 
him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. 18 I will not leave you as 
orphans; I will come to you. 19 Before long, the world will not see me anymore, but you will see me. Because I 
live, you also will live. 20 On that day you will realize that I am in my Father, and you are in me, and I am in 
you. 21 Whoever has my commands and obeys them, he is the one who loves me. He who loves me will be 
loved by my Father, and I too will love him and show myself to him." 22 Then Judas (not Judas Iscariot) said, 
"But, Lord, why do you intend to show yourself to us and not to the world?" 23 Jesus replied, "If anyone loves 
me, he will obey my teaching. My Father will love him, and we will come to him and make our home with him. 
24 He who does not love me will not obey my teaching. These words you hear are not my own; they belong to 
the Father who sent me. 25 "All this I have spoken while still with you. 26 But the Counselor, the Holy Spirit, 
whom the Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I have said 
to you. 
 
1 Samuel 15:29 He who is the Glory of Israel does not lie or change his mind; for he is not a man, that he 
should change his mind." 
 



Psalm 119:160 All your words are true; all your righteous laws are eternal. 
 
Isaiah 45:19 I have not spoken in secret, from somewhere in a land of darkness; I have not said to Jacob's 
descendants, `Seek me in vain.' I, the LORD, speak the truth; I declare what is right. 
 
Proverbs 12:22 The LORD detests lying lips, but he delights in men who are truthful. 
 
Acts 5:1-11 Now a man named Ananias, together with his wife Sapphira, also sold a piece of property. 2 With 
his wife's full knowledge he kept back part of the money for himself, but brought the rest and put it at the 
apostles' feet. 3 Then Peter said, "Ananias, how is it that Satan has so filled your heart that you have lied to the 
Holy Spirit and have kept for yourself some of the money you received for the land? 4 Didn't it belong to you 
before it was sold? And after it was sold, wasn't the money at your disposal? What made you think of doing 
such a thing? You have not lied to men but to God." 5 When Ananias heard this, he fell down and died. And 
great fear seized all who heard what had happened. 6 Then the young men came forward, wrapped up his body, 
and carried him out and buried him. 7 About three hours later his wife came in, not knowing what had 
happened. 8 Peter asked her, "Tell me, is this the price you and Ananias got for the land?" "Yes," she said, "that 
is the price." 9 Peter said to her, "How could you agree to test the Spirit of the Lord? Look! The feet of the men 
who buried your husband are at the door, and they will carry you out also." 10 At that moment she fell down at 
his feet and died. Then the young men came in and, finding her dead, carried her out and buried her beside her 
husband. 11 Great fear seized the whole church and all who heard about these events. 
 
John 1:14, 17 The Word became flesh and made his dwelling among us. We have seen his glory, the glory of 
the One and Only, who came from the Father, full of grace and truth.  
17 For the law was given through Moses; grace and truth came through Jesus Christ. 
 
1 Peter 1:21-22 To this you were called, because Christ suffered for you, leaving you an example, that you 
should follow in his steps. 22 "He committed no sin, and no deceit was found in his mouth." 
 
Isaiah 55:10-11 As the rain and the snow come down from heaven, and do not return to it without watering the 
earth and making it bud and flourish, so that it yields seed for the sower and bread for the eater, 11 so is my 
word that goes out from my mouth: It will not return to me empty, but will accomplish what I desire and 
achieve the purpose for which I sent it. 
 
John 8:31-32 To the Jews who had believed him, Jesus said, "If you hold to my teaching, you are really my 
disciples. 32 Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free." 
 
John 17:17 Sanctify them by the truth; your word is truth. 
 
John 4:24 God is spirit, and his worshipers must worship in spirit and in truth." 
 
2 Corinthians 4:2 Rather, we have renounced secret and shameful ways; we do not use deception, nor do we 
distort the word of God. On the contrary, by setting forth the truth plainly we commend ourselves to every 
man's conscience in the sight of God. 
 
Philippians 4:8 Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, 
whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable--if anything is excellent or praiseworthy--think about such things. 
 
2 Timothy 2:15 Do your best to present yourself to God as one approved, a workman who does not need to be 
ashamed and who correctly handles the word of truth. 
 
Romans 1:18-25 The wrath of God is being revealed from heaven against all the godlessness and wickedness 
of men who suppress the truth by their wickedness, 19 since what may be known about God is plain to them, 



because God has made it plain to them. 20 For since the creation of the world God's invisible qualities--his 
eternal power and divine nature--have been clearly seen, being understood from what has been made, so that 
men are without excuse. 21 For although they knew God, they neither glorified him as God nor gave thanks to 
him, but their thinking became futile and their foolish hearts were darkened. 22 Although they claimed to be 
wise, they became fools 23 and exchanged the glory of the immortal God for images made to look like mortal 
man and birds and animals and reptiles. 24 Therefore God gave them over in the sinful desires of their hearts to 
sexual impurity for the degrading of their bodies with one another. 25 They exchanged the truth of God for a lie, 
and worshiped and served created things rather than the Creator--who is forever praised. Amen. 
 
Romans 2:8 But for those who are self-seeking and who reject the truth and follow evil, there will be wrath and 
anger. 
 
1 John 4:1-3 Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see whether they are from God, 
because many false prophets have gone out into the world. 2 This is how you can recognize the Spirit of God: 
Every spirit that acknowledges that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is from God, 3 but every spirit that does 
not acknowledge Jesus is not from God. This is the spirit of the antichrist, which you have heard is coming and 
even now is already in the world.

John 14:6 & John 10:10 14:6 Jesus answered, "I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the 
Father except through me. 
10:10 The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I have come that they may have life, and have it to the 
full. 
 
Genesis 1:11-2:7 Then God said, "Let the land produce vegetation: seed-bearing plants and trees on the land 
that bear fruit with seed in it, according to their various kinds." And it was so. 12  The land produced 
vegetation: plants bearing seed according to their kinds and trees bearing fruit with seed in it according to their 
kinds. And God saw that it was good. 13  And there was evening, and there was morning--the third day. 14 And 
God said, "Let there be lights in the expanse of the sky to separate the day from the night, and let them serve as 
signs to mark seasons and days and years, 15  and let them be lights in the expanse of the sky to give light on 
the earth." And it was so. 16  God made two great lights--the greater light to govern the day and the lesser light 
to govern the night.

22  God blessed them and said, "Be fruitful 
and increase in number and fill the water in the seas, and let the birds increase on the earth." 23  And there was 
evening, and there was morning--the fifth day. 24 And God said, "Let the land produce living creatures 
according to their kinds: livestock, creatures that move along the ground, and wild animals, each according to 
its kind." And it was so. 25  God made the wild animals according to their kinds, the livestock according to their 
kinds, and all the creatures that move along the ground according to their kinds. And God saw that it was good. 
26 Then God said, "Let us make man in our image, in our likeness, and let them rule over the fish of the sea and 
the birds of the air, over the livestock, over all the earth, and over all the creatures that move along the ground." 
27 So God created man in his own image, in the image of God he created him; male and female he created 
them. 28 God blessed them and said to them, "Be fruitful and increase in number; fill the earth and subdue it. 
Rule over the fish of the sea and the birds of the air and over every living creature that moves on the ground." 
29 Then God said, "I give you every seed-bearing plant on the face of the whole earth and every tree that has 
fruit with seed in it. They will be yours for food. 30  And to all the beasts of the earth and all the birds of the air 
and all the creatures that move on the ground--everything that has the breath of life in it--I give every green 
plant for food." And it was so. 31 God saw all that he had made, and it was very good. And there was evening, 
and there was morning--the sixth day.  



2:1 Thus the heavens and the earth were completed in all their vast array. 2 By the seventh day God had 
finished the work he had been doing; so on the seventh day he rested from all his work. 3  And God blessed the 
seventh day and made it holy, because on it he rested from all the work of creating that he had done. 4 This is 
the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created. When the LORD God made the earth and the

2 He was with 
God in the beginning. 3 Through him all things were made; without him nothing was made that has been made. 
4 In him was life, and that life was the light of men. 
 
Colossians 1:15-17 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 16 For by him all things 
were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or 
authorities; all things were created by him and for him. 17 He is before all things, and in him all things hold 
together. 
 
Hebrews 1:1-2 In the past God spoke to our forefathers through the prophets at many times and in various 
ways, 2 but in these last days he has spoken to us by his Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, and through 
whom he made the universe. 
 
Acts 17:25-28 And he is not served by human hands, as if he needed anything, because he himself gives all men 
life and breath and everything else. 26 From one man he made every nation of men, that they should inhabit the 
whole earth; and he determined the times set for them and the exact places where they should live. 27 God did 
this so that men would seek him and perhaps reach out for him and find him, though he is not far from each one 
of us. 28 `For in him we live and move and have our being.' As some of your own poets have said, `We are his 
offspring.' 
 
1 Corinthians 8:6 yet for us there is but one God, the Father, from whom all things came and for whom we 
live; and there is but one Lord, Jesus Christ, through whom all things came and through whom we live. 
 
Lamentations 3:22-25 Because of the LORD's great love we are not consumed, for his compassions never fail. 
23 They are new every morning; great is your faithfulness. 24 I say to myself, "The LORD is my portion; 
therefore I will wait for him." 25 The LORD is good to those whose hope is in him, to the one who seeks him; 
 
Ephesians 1:3 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in the heavenly 
realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ. 
 
2 Timothy 3:16-17 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in 
righteousness, 17 so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work. 
 
Hebrews 13:5-6 Keep your lives free from the love of money and be content with what you have, because God 
has said, "Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you." 6 So we say with confidence, "The Lord is my 
helper; I will not be afraid.  What can man do to me?" 
 
2 Peter 1:3-4 His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness through our knowledge 
of him who called us by his own glory and goodness. 4 Through these he has given us his very great and 
precious promises, so that through them you may participate in the divine nature and escape the corruption in 
the world caused by evil desires.

Lesson 17 
John 15:1-4 "I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener. 2 He cuts off every branch in me that bears no 
fruit, while every branch that does bear fruit he prunes so that it will be even more fruitful. 3 You are already 
clean because of the word I have spoken to you. 4 Remain in me, and I will remain in you. No branch can bear 
fruit by itself; it must remain in the vine. Neither can you bear fruit unless you remain in me. 
 
Isaiah 5:1-4 I will sing for the one I love a song about his vineyard: My loved one had a vineyard on a fertile 
hillside. 2 He dug it up and cleared it of stones and planted it with the choicest vines.  He built a watchtower in 
it and cut out a winepress as well. Then he looked for a crop of good grapes, but it yielded only bad fruit. 3 
"Now you dwellers in Jerusalem and men of Judah, judge between me and my vineyard. 4 What more could 
have been done for my vineyard than I have done for it? When I looked for good grapes, why did it yield only 
bad? 
 
Psalm 27:4 One thing I ask of the LORD, this is what I seek: that I may dwell in the house of the LORD all the 
days of my life, to gaze upon the beauty of the LORD and to seek him in his temple. 
 
Psalm 63:1-5 O God, you are my God, earnestly I seek you; my soul thirsts for you, my body longs for you, in 
a dry and weary land where there is no water. 2 I have seen you in the sanctuary and beheld your power and 
your glory. 3 Because your love is better than life, my lips will glorify you. 4 I will praise you as long as I live, 
and in your name I will lift up my hands. 5 My soul will be satisfied as with the richest of foods; with singing 
lips my mouth will praise you. 
 
Colossians 2:6-7 So then, just as you received Christ Jesus as Lord, continue to live in him, 7 rooted and built 
up in him, strengthened in the faith as you were taught, and overflowing with thankfulness. 
 
1 Thessalonians 5:16-18 Be joyful always; 17 pray continually; 18 give thanks in all circumstances, for this is 
God's will for you in Christ Jesus. 
 
Hebrews 12:7-11 Endure hardship as discipline; God is treating you as sons. For what son is not disciplined by 
his father? 8 If you are not disciplined (and everyone undergoes discipline), then you are illegitimate children 
and not true sons. 9 Moreover, we have all had human fathers who disciplined us and we respected them for it. 
How much more should we submit to the Father of our spirits and live!10 Our fathers disciplined us for a little 
while as they thought best; but God disciplines us for our good, that we may share in his holiness. 11 No 
discipline seems pleasant at the time, but painful. Later on, however, it produces a harvest of righteousness and 
peace for those who have been trained by it. 
 
Job 5:17 "Blessed is the man whom God corrects; so do not despise the discipline of the Almighty. 
 
Proverbs 10:17 He who heeds discipline shows the way to life, but whoever ignores correction leads others 
astray. 
 



Proverbs 12:1 Whoever loves discipline loves knowledge, but he who hates correction is stupid. 
 
Proverbs 15:32 He who ignores discipline despises himself, but whoever heeds correction gains understanding. 
 
Revelation 3:19-20 Those whom I love I rebuke and discipline. So be earnest, and repent. 20 Here I am! I stand 
at the door and knock. If anyone hears my voice and opens the door, I will come in and eat with him, and he 
with me. 
 
Romans 5:3-5 Not only so, but we also rejoice in our sufferings, because we know that suffering produces 
perseverance; 4 perseverance, character; and character, hope. 5 And hope does not disappoint us, because God 
has poured out his love into our hearts by the Holy Spirit, whom he has given us. 
 
Romans 8:28 And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been 
called according to his purpose. 
 
Lesson 18 
John 15:5-17 "I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much 
fruit; apart from me you can do nothing. 6 If anyone does not remain in me, he is like a branch that is thrown 
away and withers; such branches are picked up, thrown into the fire and burned. 7 If you remain in me and my 
words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you. 8 This is to my Father's glory, that you 
bear much fruit, showing yourselves to be my disciples. 9 "As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. 
Now remain in my love. 10 If you obey my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have obeyed my 
Father's commands and remain in his love. 11 I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your 
joy may be complete. 12 My command is this: Love each other as I have loved you. 13 Greater love has no one 
than this, that he lay down his life for his friends. 14 You are my friends if you do what I command. 15 I no 
longer call you servants, because a servant does not know his master's business. Instead, I have called you 
friends, for everything that I learned from my Father I have made known to you. 16 You did not choose me, but 
I chose you and appointed you to go and bear fruit--fruit that will last. Then the Father will give you whatever 
you ask in my name. 17 This is my command: Love each other. 
 
Galatians 5:22-23 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 23 
gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law. 
 
Romans 13:8-10 Let no debt remain outstanding, except the continuing debt to love one another, for he who 
loves his fellowman has fulfilled the law. 9 The commandments, "Do not commit adultery," "Do not murder," 
"Do not steal," "Do not covet," and whatever other commandment there may be, are summed up in this one 
rule: "Love your neighbor as yourself." 10 Love does no harm to its neighbor. Therefore love is the fulfillment 
of the law. 
 
1 Corinthians 13:4-7 Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. 5 It is not 
rude, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. 6 Love does not delight in evil 
but rejoices with the truth. 7 It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres. 
 
1 John 3:16-18 This is how we know what love is: Jesus Christ laid down his life for us. And we ought to lay 
down our lives for our brothers. 17 If anyone has material possessions and sees his brother in need but has no 
pity on him, how can the love of God be in him? 18 Dear children, let us not love with words or tongue but with 
actions and in truth. 
 
1 John 4:16-18 And so we know and rely on the love God has for us. God is love. Whoever lives in love lives 
in God, and God in him. 17 In this way, love is made complete among us so that we will have confidence on the 
day of judgment, because in this world we are like him. 18 There is no fear in love. But perfect love drives out 
fear, because fear has to do with punishment. The one who fears is not made perfect in love. 



 
Nehemiah 8:10-12 Nehemiah said, "Go and enjoy choice food and sweet drinks, and send some to those who 
have nothing prepared. This day is sacred to our Lord. Do not grieve, for the joy of the LORD is your strength." 
11 The Levites calmed all the people, saying, "Be still, for this is a sacred day. Do not grieve." 12 Then all the 
people went away to eat and drink, to send portions of food and to celebrate with great joy, because they now 
understood the words that had been made known to them. 
 
Psalm 5:11-12 But let all who take refuge in you be glad; let them ever sing for joy. Spread your protection 
over them, that those who love your name may rejoice in you. 12 For surely, O LORD, you bless the righteous; 
you surround them with your favor as with a shield.  
 
Psalm 16:11 You have made known to me the path of life; you will fill me with joy in your presence, with 
eternal pleasures at your right hand. 
 
Psalm 92:4 For you make me glad by your deeds, O LORD; I sing for joy at the works of your hands. 
 
Jeremiah 15:16 When your words came, I ate them; they were my joy and my heart's delight, for I bear your 
name, O LORD God Almighty. 
 
Romans 15:13 May the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace as you trust in him, so that you may 
overflow with hope by the power of the Holy Spirit. 
 
1 Peter 1:8-9 Though you have not seen him, you love him; and even though you do not see him now, you 
believe in him and are filled with an inexpressible and glorious joy, 9 for you are receiving the goal of your 
faith, the salvation of your souls. 
 
Psalm 145:3-12 Great is the LORD and most worthy of praise; his greatness no one can fathom. 4 One 
generation will commend your works to another; they will tell of your mighty acts. 5 They will speak of the 
glorious splendor of your majesty, and I will meditate on your wonderful works. 6 They will tell of the power of 
your awesome works, and I will proclaim your great deeds. 7 They will celebrate your abundant goodness and 
joyfully sing of your righteousness. 8 The LORD is gracious and compassionate, slow to anger and rich in love. 
9 The LORD is good to all; he has compassion on all he has made. 10 All you have made will praise you, O 
LORD; your saints will extol you. 11 They will tell of the glory of your kingdom and speak of your might, 12 
so that all men may know of your mighty acts and the glorious splendor of your kingdom. 
 
Hebrews 13:15 Through Jesus, therefore, let us continually offer to God a sacrifice of praise--the fruit of lips 
that confess his name. 
 
Mark 11:23-25 "I tell you the truth, if anyone says to this mountain, `Go, throw yourself into the sea,' and does 
not doubt in his heart but believes that what he says will happen, it will be done for him. 24 Therefore I tell you, 
whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. 25 And when you stand 
praying, if you hold anything against anyone, forgive him, so that your Father in heaven may forgive you your 
sins. " 
 
James 1:5-8 If any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, 
and it will be given to him. 6 But when he asks, he must believe and not doubt, because he who doubts is like a 
wave of the sea, blown and tossed by the wind. 7 That man should not think he will receive anything from the 
Lord; 8 he is a double-minded man, unstable in all he does. 
 
James 4:1-3 What causes fights and quarrels among you? Don't they come from your desires that battle within 
you? 2 You want something but don't get it. You kill and covet, but you cannot have what you want. You 



quarrel and fight. You do not have, because you do not ask God. 3 When you ask, you do not receive, because 
you ask with wrong motives, that you may spend what you get on your pleasures. 
 
1 John 5:14-15 This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his 
will, he hears us. 15 And if we know that he hears us--whatever we ask--we know that we have what we asked 
of him. 
 
Lesson 19 
John 18:28-40 Then the Jews led Jesus from Caiaphas to the palace of the Roman governor. By now it was 
early morning, and to avoid ceremonial uncleanness the Jews did not enter the palace; they wanted to be able to 
eat the Passover. 29 So Pilate came out to them and asked, "What charges are you bringing against this man?" 
30 "If he were not a criminal," they replied, "we would not have handed him over to you." 31 Pilate said, "Take 
him yourselves and judge him by your own law." "But we have no right to execute anyone," the Jews objected. 
32 This happened so that the words Jesus had spoken indicating the kind of death he was going to die would be 
fulfilled. 33 Pilate then went back inside the palace, summoned Jesus and asked him, "Are you the king of the 
Jews?" 34 "Is that your own idea," Jesus asked, "or did others talk to you about me?" 35 "Am I a Jew?" Pilate 
replied. "It was your people and your chief priests who handed you over to me. What is it you have done?" 36 
Jesus said, "My kingdom is not of this world. If it were, my servants would fight to prevent my arrest by the 
Jews. But now my kingdom is from another place." 37 "You are a king, then!" said Pilate. Jesus answered, 
"You are right in saying I am a king. In fact, for this reason I was born, and for this I came into the world, to 
testify to the truth. Everyone on the side of truth listens to me." 38 "What is truth?" Pilate asked. With this he 
went out again to the Jews and said, "I find no basis for a charge against him. 39 But it is your custom for me to 
release to you one prisoner at the time of the Passover. Do you want me to release `the king of the Jews'?" 40 
They shouted back, "No, not him! Give us Barabbas!" Now Barabbas had taken part in a rebellion. 
 
Matthew 8:24-27 Without warning, a furious storm came up on the lake, so that the waves swept over the boat. 
But Jesus was sleeping. 25 The disciples went and woke him, saying, "Lord, save us! We're going to drown!" 
26 He replied, "You of little faith, why are you so afraid?" Then he got up and rebuked the winds and the 
waves, and it was completely calm. 27 The men were amazed and asked, "What kind of man is this? Even the 
winds and the waves obey him!" 
 
Matthew 9:4-8 Knowing their thoughts, Jesus said, "Why do you entertain evil thoughts in your hearts? 5 
Which is easier: to say, `Your sins are forgiven,' or to say, `Get up and walk'? 6 But so that you may know that 
the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins. . . ." Then he said to the paralytic, "Get up, take your mat 
and go home." 7 And the man got up and went home. 8 When the crowd saw this, they were filled with awe; 
and they praised God, who had given such authority to men. 
 
Mark 1:21-27 They went to Capernaum, and when the Sabbath came, Jesus went into the synagogue and began 
to teach. 22 The people were amazed at his teaching, because he taught them as one who had authority, not as 
the teachers of the law. 23 Just then a man in their synagogue who was possessed by an evil spirit cried out, 24 
"What do you want with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are--the Holy 
One of God!" 25 "Be quiet!" said Jesus sternly. "Come out of him!" 26 The evil spirit shook the man violently 
and came out of him with a shriek. 27 The people were all so amazed that they asked each other, "What is this? 
A new teaching--and with authority! He even gives orders to evil spirits and they obey him." 
 
Luke 4:38-39 Jesus left the synagogue and went to the home of Simon. Now Simon's mother-in-law was 
suffering from a high fever, and they asked Jesus to help her. 39 So he bent over her and rebuked the fever, and 
it left her. She got up at once and began to wait on them. 
 
Matthew 18:18-20 Then Jesus came to them and said, "All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to 
me. 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son 



and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with 
you always, to the very end of the age." 
 
Matthew 26:52-53 "Put your sword back in its place," Jesus said to him, "for all who draw the sword will die 
by the sword. 53 Do you think I cannot call on my Father, and he will at once put at my disposal more than 
twelve legions of angels?  
 
John 10:17-18 The reason my Father loves me is that I lay down my life--only to take it up again. 18 No one 
takes it from me, but I lay it down of my own accord. I have authority to lay it down and authority to take it up 
again. This command I received from my Father." 
 
John 17:1-2 After Jesus said this, he looked toward heaven and prayed: "Father, the time has come. Glorify 
your Son, that your Son may glorify you. 2 For you granted him authority over all people that he might give 
eternal life to all those you have given him. 
 
Ephesians 1:19b-23 That power is like the working of his mighty strength, 20 which he exerted in Christ when 
he raised him from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly realms, 21 far above all rule and 
authority, power and dominion, and every title that can be given, not only in the present age but also in the one 
to come. 22 And God placed all things under his feet and appointed him to be head over everything for the 
church, 23 which is his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way. 
 
Revelation 19:11-16 I saw heaven standing open and there before me was a white horse, whose rider is called 
Faithful and True. With justice he judges and makes war. 12 His eyes are like blazing fire, and on his head are 
many crowns. He has a name written on him that no one knows but he himself. 13 He is dressed in a robe 
dipped in blood, and his name is the Word of God. 14 The armies of heaven were following him, riding on 
white horses and dressed in fine linen, white and clean. 15 Out of his mouth comes a sharp sword with which to 
strike down the nations. "He will rule them with an iron scepter." He treads the winepress of the fury of the 
wrath of God Almighty. 16 On his robe and on his thigh he has this name written: KING OF KINGS AND 
LORD OF LORDS. 
 
Luke 19:35-44 They brought it to Jesus, threw their cloaks on the colt and put Jesus on it. 36 As he went along, 
people spread their cloaks on the road. 37 When he came near the place where the road goes down the Mount of 
Olives, the whole crowd of disciples began joyfully to praise God in loud voices for all the miracles they had 
seen: 38 "Blessed is the king who comes in the name of the Lord!" "Peace in heaven and glory in the highest!" 
39 Some of the Pharisees in the crowd said to Jesus, "Teacher, rebuke your disciples!" 40 "I tell you," he 
replied, "if they keep quiet, the stones will cry out." 41 As he approached Jerusalem and saw the city, he wept 
over it 42 and said, "If you, even you, had only known on this day what would bring you peace--but now it is 
hidden from your eyes. 43 The days will come upon you when your enemies will build an embankment against 
you and encircle you and hem you in on every side. 44 They will dash you to the ground, you and the children 
within your walls. They will not leave one stone on another, because you did not recognize the time of God's 
coming to you." 
 
Revelation 5:6-14 Then I saw a Lamb, looking as if it had been slain, standing in the center of the throne, 
encircled by the four living creatures and the elders. He had seven horns and seven eyes, which are the seven 
spirits of God sent out into all the earth. 7 He came and took the scroll from the right hand of him who sat on 
the throne. 8 And when he had taken it, the four living creatures and the twenty-four elders fell down before the 
Lamb. Each one had a harp and they were holding golden bowls full of incense, which are the prayers of the 
saints. 9 And they sang a new song: "You are worthy to take the scroll and to open its seals, because you were 
slain, and with your blood you purchased men for God from every tribe and language and people and nation. 10 
You have made them to be a kingdom and priests to serve our God, and they will reign on the earth." 11 Then I 
looked and heard the voice of many angels, numbering thousands upon thousands, and ten thousand times ten 
thousand. They encircled the throne and the living creatures and the elders.   12 In a loud voice they sang: 



"Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power and wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and glory 
and praise!" 13 Then I heard every creature in heaven and on earth and under the earth and on the sea, and all 
that is in them, singing: "To him who sits on the throne and to the Lamb be praise and honor and glory and 
power, for ever and ever!" 14 The four living creatures said, "Amen," and the elders fell down and worshiped. 
 
John 12:1-3 Six days before the Passover, Jesus arrived at Bethany, where Lazarus lived, whom Jesus had 
raised from the dead. 2 Here a dinner was given in Jesus' honor. Martha served, while Lazarus was among those 
reclining at the table with him. 3 Then Mary took about a pint of pure nard, an expensive perfume; she poured it 
on Jesus' feet and wiped his feet with her hair. And the house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume. 
 
Romans 12:1-2 Therefore, I urge you, brothers, in view of God's mercy, to offer your bodies as living 
sacrifices, holy and pleasing to God--this is your spiritual act of worship. 2 Do not conform any longer to the 
pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and 
approve what God's will is--his good, pleasing and perfect will. 
 
Hebrews 12:28-29 Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that cannot be shaken, let us be thankful, and 
so worship God acceptably with reverence and awe, 29 for our "God is a consuming fire." 
 
Lesson 20 
Revelation 1:1-8 The revelation of Jesus Christ, which God gave him to show his servants what must soon take 
place. He made it known by sending his angel to his servant John, 2 who testifies to everything he saw--that is, 
the word of God and the testimony of Jesus Christ. 3 Blessed is the one who reads the words of this prophecy, 
and blessed are those who hear it and take to heart what is written in it, because the time is near. 4 John, To the 
seven churches in the province of Asia: Grace and peace to you from him who is, and who was, and who is to 
come, and from the seven spirits before his throne, 5 and from Jesus Christ, who is the faithful witness, the 
firstborn from the dead, and the ruler of the kings of the earth. To him who loves us and has freed us from our 
sins by his blood, 6 and has made us to be a kingdom and priests to serve his God and Father--to him be glory 
and power for ever and ever! Amen. 7 Look, he is coming with the clouds, and every eye will see him, even 
those who pierced him; and all the peoples of the earth will mourn because of him. So shall it be! Amen. 8 "I 
am the Alpha and the Omega," says the Lord God, "who is, and who was, and who is to come, the Almighty." 
 
Psalm 90:1-2 Lord, you have been our dwelling place throughout all generations. 2 Before the mountains were 
born or you brought forth the earth and the world, from everlasting to everlasting you are God. 
 
Isaiah 41:4 Who has done this and carried it through, calling forth the generations from the beginning? I, the 
LORD--with the first of them and with the last--I am he." 
 
Isaiah 48:12-13 "Listen to me, O Jacob, Israel, whom I have called: I am he; I am the first and I am the last. 13 
My own hand laid the foundations of the earth, and my right hand spread out the heavens; when I summon 
them, they all stand up together. 
 
Colossians 1:15-17 He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation. 16 For by him all things 
were created: things in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or powers or rulers or 
authorities; all things were created by him and for him. 17 He is before all things, and in him all things hold 
together. 
 
Psalm 102:25-27 In the beginning you laid the foundations of the earth, and the heavens are the work of your 
hands. 26 They will perish, but you remain; they will all wear out like a garment. Like clothing you will change 
them and they will be discarded. 27 But you remain the same, and your years will never end. 
 
Isaiah 34:4 All the stars of the heavens will be dissolved and the sky rolled up like a scroll; all the starry host 
will fall like withered leaves from the vine, like shriveled figs from the fig tree. 



 
Matthew 24:29-31 "Immediately after the distress of those days " `the sun will be darkened, and the moon will 
not give its light; the stars will fall from the sky, and the heavenly bodies will be shaken.' 30 "At that time the 
sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and all the nations of the earth will mourn. They will see the Son 
of Man coming on the clouds of the sky, with power and great glory. 31 And he will send his angels with a loud 
trumpet call, and they will gather his elect from the four winds, from one end of the heavens to the other. 
 
Isaiah 65:17 "Behold, I will create new heavens and a new earth. The former things will not be remembered,    
nor will they come to mind. 
 
Daniel 7:9-14 "As I looked, "thrones were set in place, and the Ancient of Days took his seat. His clothing was 
as white as snow; the hair of his head was white like wool. His throne was flaming with fire, and its wheels 
were all ablaze. 10 A river of fire was flowing, coming out from before him. Thousands upon thousands 
attended him; ten thousand times ten thousand stood before him. The court was seated, and the books were 
opened. 11 "Then I continued to watch because of the boastful words the horn was speaking. I kept looking 
until the beast was slain and its body destroyed and thrown into the blazing fire. 12 (The other beasts had been 
stripped of their authority, but were allowed to live for a period of time.) 13 "In my vision at night I looked, and 
there before me was one like a son of man, coming with the clouds of heaven. He approached the Ancient of 
Days and was led into his presence. 14 He was given authority, glory and sovereign power; all peoples, nations 
and men of every language worshiped him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion that will not pass away, 
and his kingdom is one that will never be destroyed. 
 
Matthew 24:35 Heaven and earth will pass away, but my words will never pass away. 
 
Revelation 21:1-7, 22-27 Then I saw a new heaven and a new earth, for the first heaven and the first earth had 
passed away, and there was no longer any sea. 2 I saw the Holy City, the new Jerusalem, coming down out of 
heaven from God, prepared as a bride beautifully dressed for her husband. 3 And I heard a loud voice from the 
throne saying, "Now the dwelling of God is with men, and he will live with them. They will be his people, and 
God himself will be with them and be their God. 4 He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no 
more death or mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away." 5 He who was seated on 
the throne said, "I am making everything new!" Then he said, "Write this down, for these words are trustworthy 
and true." 6 He said to me: "It is done. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End. To him who 
is thirsty I will give to drink without cost from the spring of the water of life. 7 He who overcomes will inherit 
all this, and I will be his God and he will be my son. 
22-27 I did not see a temple in the city, because the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are its temple. 23 The 
city does not need the sun or the moon to shine on it, for the glory of God gives it light, and the Lamb is its 
lamp. 24 The nations will walk by its light, and the kings of the earth will bring their splendor into it. 25 On no 
day will its gates ever be shut, for there will be no night there. 26 The glory and honor of the nations will be 
brought into it. 27 Nothing impure will ever enter it, nor will anyone who does what is shameful or deceitful, 
but only those whose names are written in the Lamb's book of life. 
 
1 Peter 2:9-12 But you are a chosen people, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people belonging to God, that 
you may declare the praises of him who called you out of darkness into his wonderful light. 10 Once you were 
not a people, but now you are the people of God; once you had not received mercy, but now you have received 
mercy. 11 Dear friends, I urge you, as aliens and strangers in the world, to abstain from sinful desires, which 
war against your soul. 12 Live such good lives among the pagans that, though they accuse you of doing wrong, 
they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day he visits us. 
 
Revelation 1:6 …and has made us to be a kingdom and priests to serve his God and Father--to him be glory 
and power for ever and ever! Amen. 
 



Revelation 3:15-18 I know your deeds, that you are neither cold nor hot. I wish you were either one or the 
other! 16 So, because you are lukewarm--neither hot nor cold--I am about to spit you out of my mouth. 17 You 
say, `I am rich; I have acquired wealth and do not need a thing.' But you do not realize that you are wretched, 
pitiful, poor, blind and naked. 18 I counsel you to buy from me gold refined in the fire, so you can become rich; 
and white clothes to wear, so you can cover your shameful nakedness; and salve to put on your eyes, so you can 
see. 
 
Revelation 4:1-11 After this I looked, and there before me was a door standing open in heaven. And the voice I 
had first heard speaking to me like a trumpet said, "Come up here, and I will show you what must take place 
after this." 2 At once I was in the Spirit, and there before me was a throne in heaven with someone sitting on it. 
3 And the one who sat there had the appearance of jasper and carnelian. A rainbow, resembling an emerald, 
encircled the throne. 4 Surrounding the throne were twenty-four other thrones, and seated on them were twenty-
four elders. They were dressed in white and had crowns of gold on their heads. 5 From the throne came flashes 
of lightning, rumblings and peals of thunder. Before the throne, seven lamps were blazing. These are the seven 
spirits of God. 6 Also before the throne there was what looked like a sea of glass, clear as crystal. In the center, 
around the throne, were four living creatures, and they were covered with eyes, in front and in back. 7 The first 
living creature was like a lion, the second was like an ox, the third had a face like a man, the fourth was like a 
flying eagle. 8 Each of the four living creatures had six wings and was covered with eyes all around, even under 
his wings. Day and night they never stop saying: "Holy, holy, holy is the Lord God Almighty, who was, and is, 
and is to come." 9 Whenever the living creatures give glory, honor and thanks to him who sits on the throne and 
who lives for ever and ever, 10 the twenty-four elders fall down before him who sits on the throne, and worship 
him who lives for ever and ever. They lay their crowns before the throne and say: 11 "You are worthy, our Lord 
and God, to receive glory and honor and power, for you created all things, and by your will they were created     
and have their being." 
 
Lesson 21 
John 17:20-26 "My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will believe in me through their 
message, 21 that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you. May they also be in us 
so that the world may believe that you have sent me. 22 I have given them the glory that you gave me, that they 
may be one as we are one: 23 I in them and you in me. May they be brought to complete unity to let the world 
know that you sent me and have loved them even as you have loved me. 24 "Father, I want those you have 
given me to be with me where I am, and to see my glory, the glory you have given me because you loved me 
before the creation of the world. 25 "Righteous Father, though the world does not know you, I know you, and 
they know that you have sent me. 26 I have made you known to them, and will continue to make you known in 
order that the love you have for me may be in them and that I myself may be in them."
